Xacaalay's Precocity.
Master Macaulay was the most pre-

cocious little boy of whom we have any
account iu English literature. There is
exUtnt a letter from his mother dated iu
his eighth year, and narrating his litera-
ry doings. He had written a compendi-
um of universal history from the creation
(low n ; he had writu-- three cautow of
"The Bottle of Cheviot," a metrical ro- -
malice; aud two cantos uf a herioc poem, ,

enuiieu -- uiaus uie t.reat; or, tue con-
quest of Jlviui;" aud he had cwuiiiosed
she knew uot how inauy livm. Good Mis.
Hannah More, who was a judge of that sta-
ple, pronounced these hymns to be ''quite
extraordinary for such a baby." He was a
constant at visitor Barley Wood, where
ho was encouraged, and uot spoiled. All
the Misses More made a companion of
him and relished his conversation. Mrs.
Hannah, who was iu her sixties, super-
intended his studies, his pleasures, and
his health. She kept him with ber for
weeks, listening to him as be read prose j

by tlie ell and declaimed poetry by the
vnril. Mic discussed ana compared w ith
liiui his favorite heroes, ancient, modern
and liclitious ; coaxed him into the garden
walks under the pretense of a lecture on
botany ; aud sent him from his books to
run alsnut the grounds, or into the kitch-
en to . She gave him Bible
lessons, which always ended with theo-
logical arguments. When the conversa-
tion turned ou her more dramatic days,
she could tell him of Uie great .English
ivoscius, who was her dear fried; of that
singular, coxcouib, James Boswell, who
died about twevle years before; of the
great lr. Johnson ("who bullied your
grandfather so, Tom, at luverary, as yon
lead last week iu Boswell the doctor was
a good Christian, but he was rather rough
at limes, uiore'stbe pity") ; of Sir Joshua,
Miss Buruey, Mrs. lb rale, now Mrs.
Piozzi, who is seventy, if fche is a day,
Miss Patty declares. he could tell hiiu
of old Bathurst, w ho had known
Pojie and Swift and the w its of Queen
Anne's time. When he w as six, she wrote
him : "Though you are a little boy uow,
you will oue day, if it please God, be a
man; but long Iiefore yu area man, l
hope you will be a scholar.

He was a good chess-player- , and he
wrote little dramas, which were noticea-
ble for their drollery. Before be was
twelve he was seut to Eton, wh ".re his
father had been, a pale, slight scholar, of
a studious and retiring disposition, llis
progress was so rapid that in little more
than a year he was "sent up for good,"
as the saying is, for a copy of Latin
verses. lie had a ready pen, aud wrotn
with equal ease in prose and verse.
