In our na-
tive forests we have an inexhaustible sup-
ply of timber, which, with our fine water
power, may be converted into lumber at
the Jeast possible cost, and our raiiroads
and rivers furnish a ready modium of
transportation to other markets of all we
do not use ourselves.

CITY FREE SCHOOLS.

Report of the Special Commitiee,

The following is the report of the Special

Committee appointed by the Mayor to consider

the practicability of establishing a system of

free schools in this city. The report was adopt-

ed on Friday night at the meeting of the Board :

To his Honor, the Mayor, and the Meonbers of
the Common Council :

GexTLEMEN—The tubjeet submitted for our
consideration, while not fully investigated, has
reesived such attention as we have been able to
ive it, since our appeointment, and while we
ave no doubt as to our general conclusions, the
special measures we recommend require the
careful considerations of this body.

Few can be found who deny the bencfcial
results of a healthy common school system, and
those few locate many of their reasons in the
machinery and management of former efforts
in this direction, Tather than in the nature of
the system itself. It may be well argued, that
the parent should educate his own children, in
whieh case, an intelligent sen would be a good
citizen, but in case the parent does or cannot
educate, ought the government toallow a bad citi-
zen to grow up? It cannot be denied that most
of our taxes are imposed for the purpose of con-
trolling, reforming and punishing bad citizens,
and we can perceive no well-founded reason
why it is not as much a publie duty to train up

ood citizens. This labor might well be done

y our State, or by our county, but as they do
not fully ceccupy the field, it esn cost no more
and wilfnot be worse done if we do it ourselves,
and besides, many of the childred are new un-
provided for. ;

The exercises of such athority by this body
would have to be authorized by the qualified
voters of the city, at a special election to be
held for that pnrpose ; and the successful work-
ing of the system, if authorized, would, inits
beginning, meet many obstacles, which could
only be overcome by much faithful labor. But
after viewing the whole fieldjover, we eonciude to
report favorably upon the question submitted,
and to recommend a beginning to be made at
once. :
