Farm Acoounts.

How many farmers keep gccoums?
How many accounts, or what kind of ac-
counts shon.d be kept by larmers? To
beg:n with: No farmr has any idea vl
what his condition is, or what he is doing,
unless he keeps accounts. Who ever heara
of & merchaunt witherlt TegUiar aecount
books, to which he could reier at any time
and tell what he had spent, what he had
bought, what he had svld, and the profits
aud losses, etc,? 'l here 18 no belier reason
for & merchant than & farmer keeping ae-
counts; and no more can the latter under-
stand where he stands at the close of the
vear's operations than the former, without
them. .

In the first place, take &u invoice of all
the wagons, piows, etc., and or all the
stock of every kind, and of all the grain,
hay, fodder, etc., on hand; keep an ac-
count of all purehases, cosl ol repains, ete.
Divide the farm into fields or Jots, having
them numbered or uawed,and Keep & regu-
lar account with each fieid or lov; how
much it cost to bresk up, barrow aud rol
each, and how much to put o seed
and how much to mow or reap aund thresi,
ete. Then give credit for what is sold ofi
and what is retained on the premises, grain,
straw and ali. In this way each fieid and
each crop can be caleulated upon, and con-
sequent inteiligent arrangemens for luture
operations. In this way it can be known
what labor is worth, and how to make the
best use of it to the best advantage of the
tiller of the soil. In this way, too, it can
be understood what is the most profitable
stock and the most economical manage-
ment of same. By this system, too, oue is
enabled to direct the profits of one slde su
as to make up the losses on the other, aud
thereby save against a loss all round by
circumstances which cannot be foreseen cr
controlled. 'Well kept accounts to the af-
fairs of the farm, besides serving inecalcu-
lable benefits in other respects, like the bar-
ometer in the sessons, tells beforehand
what is coming, and gives time for prepa-
ration before the advent. They come
nearer making the fore-sights as good as
the hind-sights than any thing a farmer
can resort to. The year is just now be-
ginning, and with it let every farmer who
has not heretolfore done it, begin a system
of accounts; and every one so doing, not
finding himself benefitted to ten times the
subseription price of the Banner can have
it for nothing.—Nashville Banner.

Stamr DuTies.—The amended law, re-
pealing a portion of the taxes paid by
stamps, took effect on the first of October.
On and after that day no stamps are re-
q\}llred on promiesory notes for a less sum
than one hundred dollars; or on receipts
for any sum of money, or for the payment
of any debt; or for the transfer or assign-
ment of a mortgage, where it, or the in-
strument it seeures, has been onee duly
stamped ; or for canned or preserved fish.
(See section 4, act July 14, 1870.) All other
provisions of the law in relation to stamps
remain as before.

On and after the 1st of October, 1870, the
taxes on the following articles are re .
ed : Carrisges, gold watchas, gold and -{l-
ver plate, billiard tables kept for use, boats,
barges, and flats, legacies and successions,
passports, gross receipts from railroads,
steamboats, theatres, and other places of
amusement: also, the tax of one-tenth of
one per cent. paid by wholesale dealers on
their sales, including auctioneers and com=
mereial brokers; also, the tax of two-
tenths of one per cent. now paid by manu-
facturers on their gross sales in excess of
five thousand dollars per annum. (See

sections 1 and 2, amended law.)

On and after the 1st of May, 1871, no more
licenses or special taxesare imposed by the
internal revenue law on any business
whatever, except itbe in thecase of brewers,
distillers, and dealers in spirits; and, also,

manufacturers and dealers in tobaceo in its

various forms, (See section?2.)
