A goodly number of th subsUntial eitisens
cf East Knoxrllls attested thir interett in fre
schools by attending tha meeting at Te'mpcr-ancollal- l.

Thomas H. lleald was called to the chair, and
J. Scott Payne requested to act as secretary.

Rev. C. W. Charlton was tho first speaker
who addressed the audience about thirty min-

utes. Ilis Bpeoch wa3 full of excellent sugges-

tions pertinent to the occasion.
Ho was followed by Prof. Butler, who delit- -

I ered a very practical speech, showing the rnoney
value of public education to a community.

Prof. D. C. Hommel garo his views on the
subject of free schools, and illustrated them by
observations on city schools in tho KortH which
he had visited.

Wm. Rule was called upon and made a few

remarks, saying that the hendreds of children
going about our streets, deprlred of the bless-

ings of education, was the strongest argument
that could bo "used in favor of free schools. ...

Prof. Haoker was called upon and made a
most excellent speech, showing that he had giv-

en the subjeot much careful thought
Mr. Charlton read the report made by Judge

Temple, relative to who are qualified Toters.
On motion the meeting adjourned. -

NORTH K2TOXTILLE.

A good attendance of the citizens' of North
Knoxvillo assembled la3t night to hear the ques-

tion of free schools discussed. The meeting
was organized by calling "VT. P. Hayes to the
Chair and the appointment of Ber. G. W.
Coleman as Secretary.

Col. Baxter was first called on, who demon-

strated the advantage to be derived from a .sys-

tem of free school education, as inducing immi-

gration and tending to lessen crime, for while
knowledge lessened the number of crimiaals,
vice and ignorance went hand in. hand. The
Colonel's remarks were pointed acdVere loud-

ly applauded.
John L. MoiCi, Esq., next addre6td the meet-

ing, and began by ventilating the author of
"Free Schools and Taxes," In Wednesday's
issue of the H7 and Ilfglster.

f
He pro- -

uounccd the writer a bourbon i. e., an old fogy
one who forgot nothing old and learned noth-

ing new and intimated that he probably had
been paying his respects to liquid bourbon when
he wrot-- j the article in question. A poor 'man
who wished hie children edueated could not af
ford te rote rainst the measure self-intere- st

required it. In & Northern State, the edueatioa
of a child cost but a little over a dollar per year,
on an average here it would coit at least $25.
There was some prejudice against the education
of colored children. He had been a pro-slave- ry

man, and all that, but if the alternate of cduc'
ting his children in the same school with color-
ed children, or that they should grow up In ig
norance, was presented, he would, by all means,
choopo the former.

Majer L. A. Grate followed in a short address
fallowing that he had weighed the important
question carefully, and pTored th advantages
of popular education by statistics in point.

Hon. C r. Temple, in his usual eloquent and
forcible manner, explained his Uews on this
important subject. He-lov-

ed education for
itself p.i much rs probably ariy other man, and
alio from reasonable, and he might add, a self-ii-h

point cf view. The artist eye beheld the
magnificence of the rising sun, but th? .farmer
knew his beams would make the crops grow.
ITa wished to tee Knoxville growing. Judge
Temple scathed the opponents of free schools,
and urged the friends cf the measure to vote
for it there was a strong.though secret, opposi-
tion which must be met,and;ho hoped,vanquish-ed- ,

but thej' must work.
Mr. Hayes, the Chairmau, made a lew re-

marks, a did alio the previous speakers, but
want of space precludes even a synopsis.

Col. John Baxter explained the provisions of
the new State Constitution regarding separate
schools for whito and colored children,and paid
a handsome tribute to the ftness of Rev. G. W.
LoYcre, who U one of the most competent col-

ored teachers in the State. . .

Judge Temple desired thoc who, by innuen-
does and anonymous contributions in the papers,
have opposed city schools, to come out openly
and say so. There would be n publio meeting
at tho court house to-nig- ht and he would argue
the subject.

The meeting was most harmonious aud we

doubt not will be productive of results at the
polls

Curing the past week as active dam and baa prevail-
ed for corn and cats, and some inquiry has been mad?
for bulk meat and bacon. The general trade in pro-

duce promises favorably. .But one difficulty presents
itself: Many of our producers are in the habit of
watching the market, and waen they see an active de-

mand prevails for any article of produce, they at onoe
become speculators, .e. they hold for higher prices,
forse tinj; that produce dealers have, at the expense of
much hard labor and at a considerable outlay of money
and time, induced orders for produce based upon prioes
beforo th'c active demand sprung up. See the resulU
Tho orders aro cither delayed or filled at rrioea above
the views of Southern purchasers, and they are dla
satisfied and withdraw their orders. Very soon we
report a dull market no demand and there will be
no demand again until wo can work prices down as far
below thoir actual value as they were above under the
holding up policy. Now, who is the sufferer in the
end? "Would it not be better for the farmer to get a
kir market price for his prodneo to put his grain, ba
con, hay, and in fact everything ho wishes to soil, out
of his way, get tho money and invest it? We would
not be understood as dictating to tho farmer, much les3
for him to be governed by our opinions in selling his
produce to us. It is the principle we complain cf. The
practice of holding for higher pricos when thoro no
reasonable probability for an advance equivalent to
the loss by depreciation of weight and th Interest on
the money, has, as it will continue to do, depressed
trade and causoda scarcity of money when It should bs
plenty, and nobody has made anything by It.
