Knoxville, Tekn., Jan. 10, 1871J

Sie In your letter to the editors of the
Knoxville 'Chronicle, published in that
paper, you say you are one of the many
iorthern men, who would like to come
down to our State and make it your home;
and that you would come if you were sure
that one-ha- lf of your neighbors here would
not rather see you snugly stowed away in
tho back corner of their grave yards, thas
to hare you down here cultivating the soil,
simply because you came from the pro-
scribed State of Massachusetts. This Is
sensible. No man of any self-respe- ct or
spirit could live contented in any commu-
nity where he was surrounded by such
neighbors. And I am surprised, much
surprised, that Northern people have given
so little consideration to this matter in se-

lecting a homo in the South. In nearly
every part of this section, so great is the
frejudice of education, and the hate grow

the war, that Nor hern men
are looked at just as you describe. And
two generations will pass away before this
feeling is fully eradicated. East Tennes-
see Is the only large region in the South
where this feclinsr is not prevalent to a
fearful extent. Even here, in the counties
of Sullivan, Monroe and Polk, tho same
feeling prevails to a considerable extent.
But in thirty counties it doe not prevail,
except with a very few bitter, elt'ete, de-
cayed offshots of pride and ignorance.

Ail the active, progressive, wide-awak- e,

liberai-miude- d men, who accept the situa-
tion (as nearly all do in this town and
count'), will welcome you into our midst
and always treat you with kindness, if you
prove yourself worthy of It. lliey desire
you to come. They desire your people to
come bv thousand.

Why is this? 1st. Because three-fourth- s

of the people of East Tennessee weie
Union men throughout the war, and they
naturally look upon the Northern peopie
as their mends. We sent 20,000 soldiers
into the national army.

zd. Mauy ot our isople have not forgot
ten that, in the terrible (to us) winter of
1S64, when our people were naked and
starving, that your fe ate sent about
oOO to us, to be distributed thiough the Re--
liei Association, to the poor and destitute
in every county in East Tennessee. A
more noble act of benevolence was not ex-

hibited during the war. Oueot the last
Dublic sreeehes made by Edward Everett
was a beautiful appeal to your people in
behalf of the starving and destitute of far
off East Tcnutt-tee- .

Ten days ago I saw three elders
and twi deacons ordained In one of our
churches, all of whom were from the
North elected by oi l citizens (former
ly slave owners) as well as by new ones
without any reference to birth, but solely
bscause they were pious gentlemen.

"Were just on the onfines of the
cotton region, where stock and grass, and
grain cannot be profitably raised, and
hence we always have a ready market for
all our supplies. In this respect East Ten-
nessee has no rival. In a word, I chal-
lenge geographies to name any region on
this continent where the source of wealth
are o varid and $o abundant.

Manufactures of all kinds are in their In-
fancy. There is not a woolen factory in
all Last Tennessee. Nearly all our wagon ,
carriage, arid agricultural implements;
nearly every article made of wood or iron,
and a!l we wear are brought from a dls-t-a

ce. Even our chains. . stoves, horse
shoes, and horseshoe nails are manufac-
tured in other States. And yet we have
iron of the bet quality, cheap lumler and
cheap food, an unlimited supply of coal, a
healthy, mild climate, admitting of work
the year arov.nd and a market at home and
a market at home and in the South for all
that can be manufactured.

In the Cumberland Mountain Plateau
the range for cattle is equal to Kansas,
while it is greatly superior to Kansas in
healthfulness. The laud there can be pur-
chased at from one to three dollars per
acre.

In a word, this Is an admirable section
for persons from New England, and espe-
cially for thoso who desire to engage In
manufacturing.

62, and of females, $30.63. The amount de
voted to theschooisdurlngtheyearwas $1,--
664.6o0.of which 100. 000 was received from
the State; $4(52,955 from township school
tax, and fiwy U4 from the district school
tax, an increaseof $39,086 in township and
$74,560 in district tax. Thero are 1.522
school houses in the State, of which 44 cost
520,000 and over; 24 between $16,000 and
$20,000; 58 between $5,000 and $10,000, and
the balance range from 51,000 to $5,000.
