Danger from Fire.
Persons are prone to bo careless until the

hour of danger comes, when they bitterlj re-

gret their omission of the care which, if exer-
cised at the right time and in the right manner,
might have saved hundreds, and in many cases
thousands of dollars.

It is true we have a well organized f re de-

partment with engines in good order, but it is

much better that they should meet the fate of
the "chaise" of joetic fame than be used, if
proper care on the part of individuals can pre-

vent it
Many who are careful about other matters

leave ashes most carlessly. Sometimes leaving
them in a wooden receptacle, where ire is pre
served alive for days at a time. A 'gentleman
told us yesterday that on Saturday night he had
occasion to go in one of the largest tenement
houses in the city, and in the entry he saw a
large wooden box partly filled with ashes and
elowinr embers. He called the attention of
several lodgers to the danger, but none admit
ted beins: responsible. Some one put the fire
out, however, from motives of self preserva
tion.

Then, many accidents occur from not filling
coal oil lamps in daylight If it is done after
night, there is great danger ; and if a partly
filled lamp is used, there is alse danger equally
great from the ignition of the gas. No one can
be too careful of danger from this souree.
