THE MAD WOLF.

Death of One of the Yictims from Hydro-
phiobia.

A letter received yesterday by Mr. M. K.
Sherwood, of this elty, from Col. C. H.
Cawker, of-Cawker City, Kansas, gives
the unexpected intelligence that the boy,
Nebraska Stevens, who was bitten by a
mad wolf about the 20th of May, died a
few days ago of ‘hydrophobla. The wolf
attacked the dogs on Mr. Stevens' farm,
about sunrise, when the boy ran to the as-
sistance of the dogs, intending to shoot
the wolf.  The animal, as goon as he laid
eyes on young Stevens, attacked him; the
boy, becoming confused, only brought his

istol to a half cock, and the weapon
ailed to go off when the trigger
was pulled. © The wolf got the
boy down and tore his face very severely,
till Mr. Stevens, attracted by the screams
of his son, went to his aid, and, with the
assistance of the dogs,succeeded in driving
the wolf off. The animal attacked a
man named Carter about an hour after-
wards, and was  shot .and. Killed by Mr.
King Belk, who weat: to Carter's assist-
ance, This wolf -attacked. the camp of
some herders near Cawker, the night be-
fore he bit young BStevens, where, in en-
deavoring to drive him from among the
cattle, two of the herdsmen, named Selbig

and Blayback, were injured. by the wolf—
Slayba¢k on the eheek and S¢lbig on the
nose ; but it was thought that these

wounds were the result of scratches and
not bites,- The whelg party camne to this
city for medical advice, and Slayback is
now at his home. in - the neighboglood of
Easton.
