LOUISIANA.
Address or the Committee of One Hundred,

Our dispatches last night brought us the
following address of the Louisiana Com-

mittee now in Washington.
After reciting how they were appointed;

how they found the public misinformed as
to the facts, and that they had no politi-
cal or personal motives governing them,
they say:;

1. There was a general election held in
Louisiana on the fourth day of November
last, for the election of a Governor, Lieut.
Governor and members of the General As-
sembly, and other State and Federal offi-

cers. , At this election William Pitt Kel-
logg, a mmber of the Senate of the Uni-
ted States, and C. C. Antoine, a Collector
of the port of Shreveport, were candidates
for the offices of Governor and Lieutenant
Governor, and were opposed by John Mc-Eme- ry

and Davidson B. Penn. The pres-
ent Governor Warmoth was not a candi-
date for .

" r ' v
This election was conducted without

disturbance or violence and the number of
votes cast was unusually large."." The "re-
turns of the election were made to the
board appointed for the purpose.
This board was composed uuder the law
of the Governor. Warmoth, the Lt. Gov.,
tho Secretary of State and two other per-
sons, named in the law, Vise John Lynch
and Thomas C. Anderson. Tho office of
Secretary of Stats was filled at the time by
F. G. Herron, who had been appointed by
Governor Warmoth to fill' the vacancy
caused by the removal several months be
fore of George E. Bovee n the; legality of
which removal and appointment wa3 then
in contest before the State courts. . .The
board met and it was resolved that Ander-
son and Pinchbeck were disqualified by
reason of their being candidates" for office.
Warmoth then removed Herron, whom
he had appointed, from the office of Secre-
tary of State as a defaulter and appointed
and commirssioned Whiten in his stead.

We have no reason to believe that the
action of Governor Warmoth,- - in the re-
moval of Herron, was based upon a desire
to commit fraud, but under the returns
there was no 'necessity of .fraud. It was
prompted by hia discovery of aplot between
Herron and Lynch, to falsify returns and
defeat the wiil of the people. -- This is
manifest from the fact developed in
the evidence ; before the" Court?1 that
Herron.anlicipating the thv.-arting- his
scheme.had several days before ordered a
duplicate of the seal of the State to-b- e en-
graved, by which means he honed ip pre-
serve the insignia of the office in the event
of hisremovTJl by the Government." Omit-
ting further details, Warmoth and .Wharton
on the one hand, assuming to 'be
a majority of '' the ' "Board, ""and
and in the presence of Lynch proceeded to
elect Hatch and Duponte to fill the vacan-
cies caused by the withdrawal of Pinch-
beck andAuderson, while Lynch and Her-
ron afterwards assembled,' and under the;
same assumption clevted Longstreet and
iiawKins.

Thus there came to be two bodies, each
claiming-t- o be the returning board, one
Eresided over ?. by Gov. Warmoth, the

ighest executive officer of the State, and,
under the law, the presiding officer of the
board, and which had possession of all
the election returns and every thing nec-
essary to ascertain the result,0 while the
other, constituted of Lynch, the removed
Secretary of State Herion, and their two
appointees.

After these proceedings "Ihc State Su-
preme Court decided that the removal of
Bovee and the original appointment of
Herron were illegal, and Bovee was rein-
stated in his office. Whatever may be
said of these contesting boards

' it is clear
that the Courts of the United States had
no resemblance of authority to decide be-
tween their conflicting claims to office.

After it had become probable that the
second coudidates, William Pitt, Kellogg,
and C. C. Antoine had been defeated, and
that their opixments would be declared
elected, they respectively filed bills in the
Circuit Court of the United States, for the
District of Louisiana, for injunctions and
relief. The Governor of the State, the
members of the canvassing board, and
other citizens of tho State connected with
the promulgation of the returns, and cer-
tain persons elected or claiming to have
been elected to the Legislature, and to the
Governorship were made defendants in one
or the other of these suits.

The cause of complaint was that they
severally apprehended that they would be
deprived of the offices for which they had
been candidates. They claimed to have
had atnajority of the votes at the election,
and that there had been ten thousand vot-
ers prevented from voting because of their
complexion or previous state of
servitude; whose : votes ; they would
have received. Tho bill of Kellogg
professed to be for the preservation and
perpetuation of the evidence of the elec-
tion and to have reference to the support
of a suit he might have to bring to recover
Ihe office. Antoine's suit was similar in
the claims of title and had reference in its
prayers for relief to the organization of the
General Assembly, at its meetings under
the proclamation of the Governor oil the
0th of December, 1872.

The parties to these suits were all citi-
zens of the State of Louisiana.

The object of the suits was to assert ti-

tles to officers of the State in advance of
any decision or announcement' by any
board of any person as elected and to de-

termine the persons and make the decision
and the announcement by the judicial au-

thority of the circuit'eourt of the United
Statespending the suits on ex parte and
private order was made in the suits of Kel-
logg, to the effect that the defendant H. C.
Warmoth.the Governor, had, in violation
of the restraining order of the court, is-

sued a proclamation and return of certain
persons claiming to oe tne Doarci or return-
ing officers. The terms of said order were
as follows :

Now. therefore, to. prevent the further
obstructions ot the,, proceedings in this
cause, and further, to prevent the viola--
tiou of the orders or inis jouri anu ine
imminent danger ofdisturbing the public
peace, it is hereby ordered that the Mar-
shal of the United States for the District
of Louisiana, shall forthwith take posses--

chanics Institute, and occupied as State
House for the Assemblies of . the Legisla
ture therein, in the said : city of New Or
leans, ana now the. same subject to me
further orders of this Court.

Meanwhile, to prevent all unlawful
assemblage therein under the guise or pre-
text of authority, claimed by virturo of
pretended canvass and returns made by

said returning officers in contempt and vi-
olation of said restraining - order, the
Marshall is directed .to ' allow ther ingress
and egress to and from the public offices
in said building of persons entitled to the
same.

The interlocutory and ex parte order in
the suit of Antoine, the candidate for Lt.
Governor, seems to have been made as the
complement to the order above quoted in
the suit of Kellogg, which directed the
occupation of the State Capitol; by the
Marshal with directions to prohibit what
is termed in the order an unlawful assem-
bly. White, the same Marshal,
is directed to , allow the
ingress and egress of persons he might de-

termine to be entitled to such a privilege.
This order, in the case of Antoine, is com-
prehensive and explicit, and none can
mistake its import, or its object. It is first
that the Governor of the State be enjoined
and restrained from examining election
returns,. or. counting votes, except in the
presence of officers designated in these or-

ders, "and from controlling, " interfering
with or attempting to interfere with the
organization of the State Legislature, and
from doing any act, from giving any order
or direction, or making any request which
may directly or indirectly prevent or hin-
der any person from being present and
taking part iu the organization of the
State Legislature, called on the 9ih of De-

cember, or at any future day who may be
returned as a member thereof by a board
composed of H. C. Warmoth, George E.
Bovee" James Longstreet, Jacob Hawkins,
and John Lynch, and whose name has
been transmitted to Charles Merritt,
Secretary of the Senate, by George
E Bovee, Secretary of State.

2. That twenty named persous who had
been candidates for;tbe offices of Senator
iu the State Senate, and who were sup-
posed to have been elected and had been
declared to be so were enjoined and re-

strained from participating in any manner
in the orgauizrtion of the Senate or doiug
any act about that organization unless
their names should appear on Boon's list
of names of members ' of the Senate as
transmitted to the Secretary of the Senate,
Chas. Merritt.

3. About one hundred persons, whose
names are given, who were supposed to be
elected to the House of Representatives of
the General Assembly, and had been de-
clared so elected, were similarly enjoined
from participating in the organization of
the House of Representatives, or from do-
ing any act as casting any vote unless
their names were on Boon's list of mem-
bers. . . . -.

4vThe Clerks of the Senate and of the
House of Representatives were severally
enjoined from placing . on any list
or announcing the name of any
member or from recognizing as a mem-
ber or designating as a member,
prior or during the organization of the re-
spective houses, any person whose name
was not placed upon the House's list.

5. The Secretary of the State, Bovee was
enjoined from receiving returns of the
election of the State officers or of members
of the General Assembly, excepting such
as should be filed in his office by the
board, composed of Warmoth, Longstreet,
Hawkins, Lynch and Bovee. si.-:.-.

6. The Chief of the Metropolitan police
and all of its members, numbering about
800 and the board were enjoined from in-
terfering with the organhzation of the Gen-
eral Assembly and not prevent those on
Bovee's list from entering into the halls of
the Assembly.

7. The persons composing the board, re-
cognized by the,, Governor, were enjoined
from acting as a? canvassing, board, from
declaring and publishing any calculation,
statement or proclamation of the result or
granting certificates of election, or state
ments tending to show any right to office,
growing out of ballotts cast aside.'.1 The
Marshall, , assisted by a detachment from
the army of the United States, under these
orders took possession of the capitol and
held it on the 9th of Dec, when the Gener-
al Assembly were to come together under
tho proclamation" of the Governor, the egress
and ingress of persons were rcgulted accord-
ing to this order. . A person named Pinchbeck
took possession of the chair of the Senate and
directed its organization. lie had been a Sena-
tor for a term that had expired. While a Sen-
ator, he had been President of the Senate and
in virtue of such Presidency, under tha law,
had acted as Lient. Governor, after the death of
Dunn, the Lieut. Governor chosen in 1808, But
at the time of these occurrences he was not
merely functus officio as President of the Sen-
ate, but was not a Senator and had no title or
color of title to act as Lieut. Governor or to
take any part in .the organization of the
Senate. f ... r ... ,

The House of Representatives wasateo organ-
ized, the postmaster of New Orleans being its
Speaker; tho certificates of Bovee, under the
injunction were taken as conclusive of member-
ship. These leaders passed resolutions for the
impeachment of the Governor and thus Pinch-
beck, felt at liberty to assume the title of Gov-

ernor, Two District Judgeships wero abolished
and a new Court called the Superior Court was
established with extraordinary powers, and
among others exclusive jurisdiction to deter-
mine the title to office and Mr. Hawkins one of
the members of the Bovee Board, who had made
the election returns was made J udge.

Note. The document which is voluminous
in its details, goes on to state the action of ihe
Governor, the arming of the --lilitia and the
seizure of the arsenal?, with a full description
of the coup de main which resulted in the pres-

ent state of affairs, denouncing it as revolution-
ary, and pointing out wherein they claim tho

'law was transgressed.
The Committee aver that they are seeking no

office, bt are actuated solely for the public
weal. The increase of the State debt and tax-

ation is also set forth, which threatens to bank-
rupt it ; also the perpetuation of fraud in count-

ing votes. In conclusion the Committee bear
testimony to the patient hearing of their state-
ment, though regretting "the refusal of the spe
cific measures of relief for which they applied,
and the matter having 1 been referred to Con-

gress the Committee express their belief that
justice will be done in the matter. Forty-fo- ur

THE OLD WORLD FLOODS.

The Terrible Temprst In the Bailie Prov.
inces.

A German correspondent, writes as fol-
lows of the great tempest on the North
Sea and Baltic Coast: 44 We will attempt to
give some idea of the terrible devastation
which occurred by the high tide and fear-
ful storm from the northeast on the 13th
of November. This tide, which reached
its greatest height on the cost of Schleswig
at about 9 oTclock at night, was: the great-
est ever known on the shores of the Bal-
tic, exceeding the great tide of 165)4 by six-
teen inches in height, and that of 1836 by
thirty-cgh- t inches. The water rose about
eleven feet above the main level of the sea
on the shores of the Baltic, which arequite
unsheltered. An inundation could not
fail to take place, against which all human
exertions and precautions were utterly
powerless.

In the small town of Apenrode alone,
ninety houses have become uninhabitable;
and nearly two hundred ans eighty fami-
lies have not a roof over their heads.

The news from Elkernfiord is still worse.
Entire streets have been literally annihi-
lated, while many of the buildings left
standing are undermined. The exactnum-be-r

of dwelings totally destroyedjn El-
kernfiord; can-no- t' yet be learned, but it
will not fall short of one hundred. Hun-
dreds of inhabitants have lost everything.
The news from the district of Oldenburg is
saddening. On the Island of Fenan the sea
brol e through all dykes.and out of twenty-tw- o

villages the fields and property of only
eleven escaped the fiood. Theentire-coas- t

of Western Pomerania and the Island of
Rugen, with its projecting peninsulas and
smaller islands tyinsr around it have also
severely suficrcd.r The long and narrow
Island of HyUdensee. near itugen, tnrougn
which the ?ea once before forced its way,
has been divided iuto two parts by a chan-
nel seventeen feet deep. Two villages were
completely inundated, and had to be aban-
doned by their -- inhabitants, numbering
fifty-seve- n families. Vitte was also cov-
ered by the sea, and its inhabitants seven-
ty families had to be rescued from garrets
by boats. Provisions, stores of all kinds
and fuel have been washed away or spoil-
ed, and the wells are useless on account of
the salt water with which they are filled.
