Lava Beds, May 13. Lieutenant Camp
reports that at sunrise on the Sth. the Mo I

docs fired on a picket of forty, commanded
by Capt. Hasbrouck. After scouting all
day the command returned for water. The
scene of the fight is seventeen miles dis
tant. The reinforcements marched all
night.' Captain Jack rode within onehun
dred yards of Lieut. Camp, dismounted
and charged. Camp, firing. into the herd
and guard, stampeded the herd with the
first volley.

foot. Shade trees should be protected wi$h
a box as soon as soon as they are planted.'
