{ tive, other than honest euriosity of

| only prompting, but urging those uo~

What the motive is, or may be, is
wholly hidden from the uninitisted;

| assumed to be politieal, and for its at-
tsinment the profession of medicine
must be prostituted, and the opinions
of medical men stultified.

The history of the persistent etfurt

A visitation of eholera—=pidemie,
