stimulants. In a large number of in-
stances it i?, unquestionably, a specie
of moral insanity ; it iseften associated
with other forms of mental derange
ment, and is very apt, in eonneciiou
with cne or mere of these forms, to be
hereditary, eveu through several gen-
erations. While there is usually a
broad and palpable ditl'ersnce between
the vice and the mania, lha former
may frequently become tno latter, es
pecially in persons of a nervous-sanguin- e

temperament, women being
more liable to the mania man men.
The alcoholic principle perverts ;he
action, if not th nutrition, of cerebral
matter, and the repeated Jistut nance-o-f

the mental functions by fits of in
toxication, the loose and irregular tab-it- s

tuperinduced, the excitation of re- -
tnoree an.l eeif-uigu- at, witu ue?peraie
and continued ellbrts to drown mem
ory h fid thought' by increased drink
ing, all C'imwEs to cause uipsomama.

diseased tendencies in mtu, and, by
rkillful sympathetic treatment, direct
them to beaiihful end, and s solve,
in a measure, the stubborn problem cf
evil."

Intemperance is a vice. This
is universally admitted. No
man has a ri::ht to make a beast cf
himself, and when he does it he com-

mits a crime against himself, his
family, his country and his God.

It is very difficult to make laws to
restrain men from the commission
of such a crime, or to
punish them for their trans-
gression. The statistics of crime
for generations past shoT that tho

intemperate use of alcoholic drinks
has been productive of more mis-

chief and the fruitful souTce of
moro misery to the human race
than anything to which man i3 ad-

dicted. This fact makes it hateful
in the eyes of tho people and those
who thus throw thesi3elve3 away
are apt to lose the respect and sym-

pathy of those who would otherwise
bo their friends.

This is perfectly natural, but it
lead3 to misanthropy, and we are
often led to forget our duty to these
who are in the gutter, and they are
left to work out their own swift
destruction and damnation unre-

strained and unobstructed. The
man who loses his reason and C3

a madman is confined to a
lunatic asylum and restrained from
tho commission of injuries to him-

self or his family, but the poor,

miserable wretch who has indulged

in ardent spirits until tho habit
becomes fastened upon him and who

becomes a slave to his appetite for
6trong drink ; who loses respect for
himself and reels upon the highway
and wallows in the filth of the gut-

ter ; who through his intemperance
becomes a burden to himself and
his friends a madman, ha is
spurned and treated with universal
contempt.

Afetr years ago, comparatively
few, the idea of an asylum for ins
ehriatc3 was first conceived. It be-

gan to be admitted that inebriation
might be carried bo far as to become

CINCINNATI SOUTHERN ROAD.

The Supreme Court of the State
uf Ohio have affirmed the decision
of the Superior Court as to the
constitutionality of the act of May
15th, 1578, under which the two

millions of bondi are to be i33ued

to complete tho Southern Railroad.

The Commercial in an article on

the subject, says a3 to the contract
of Messrs. Hustcn Sc Co., let last
summer :

Mesr?. Ilust'ju &. Co. commenced
tba wor!; withiu the time limited,
ad have drawn two small estimates.

As yet n-u- e of the bouda have been
sucd. Huetou & Co. ma le contracts

for the bridges neewary to reach the
c&! fltM, about twelve-mile- s below
tne Cumberland, and have progressed
with the work to such an extent that
it is expected that tho coal mines will
bo rescued m a few day?. They havo
raiU laid to tho Cumberland, a dis-
tance of twelve miiea bslow yomeraet.

While ths delay has been attributed to
the uncertainty of the . declsiuu, and
Me3?T3. Huston & Co. have not cared
fo proceed under a contract "which had
