William Saunders, of the govern
ment garden at "Washington, uses
the following wash for fruit trees :
Put half a bushel of lime and four
pounds of powdered sulphur in a
tight barrel, slacking the lime with
hot water, the mouth of the barrel
being covered with a cloth. This is
reduced to the consistency of ordi
nary whitewash, and at the time of
application half an ounce of carbol
ic acid added to each gallon of
liqurd. Mr. Saunders says : 'I gen
erally applied it in the spring, be-

fore the leaves make their appear
ance, but 1 am convinced that it
would be more effective if applied
later. But then it is difficult to do
so when the tree is in foliage."

Pruning omitted last fall should
be attended to now, as soon as the
weather will allow. Grape-vine- s

need the first care, and should be
pruned long before the buds begin
to swell. Currents and gooseber
ries start early, and should be pruned
early.

Preparatory work in the way of
trellises and other supports may be
attended to and materials got ready.
In the family garden, the best sups
port for raspberries is a single wire,
rained between posts at the ends ot
he rows, and we think that the

best grape-vin- e trellis, is that with
horizontal slats four feet apart, with
upright wires where needed.

On page 117, Acts of Tennessee
for 1877. will be found an a3t
passed March 26, 1877, in which
it ia crovided by section 1, " that
the County Trustee shall hereafter
make and deliver the certified
statements of unpaid taxes, now re-

quired by law to be prepared. On
the first day of February, after his
receipt of the tax books," etc.
Further, section 5, of said act of
March 26, 1877, declares, " That
an act passed March 23rd, 1875,
entitled, An act more cheaply to
collect the State, county and
municipal revenue,' be so amended
as to comply with the provisions of
this act."

Now, the act passed January 29,
1879, amends that part of the act
of 1875, which was omitted by the
amendment made in the act of 1877.
In other words, the act just passed
amends that which does not exist,
because it was made void by the act
of 1877, so the question now is,
" Is the collection of taxe post-
poned ? " w.

Our Wives,
A woman ten years after marriage

s often a tiresome sort of a person
whose whole mind is absorbed in her
housekeeping and children, her con
versation seldom rising above the
level of gossip and servants.

Ihere is a great evil somewhere,
but what is it ? The husband ac
knowledges to himself that he is dis-

appointed in the wife he has chosen,
and yet he finds difficulty in point-
ing out his mistake, and hardly finds
cause to blame her, for is she not a
faithful wife, a devoted mother, and
a most frugal manager ? The mis
take is a national characteristic. So
passionate and intense is the Amer
ican mind in pursuit of its tempor
ary interests, that men will suffer
the chains of business to bind them
down and throttle then, while their
wives bend beneath a similar yoke
of duty at home.

What is lacking is the power to
rise above the petty annoyances of
daily life ; we need to learn to dis-

tinguish trifles from affairs of mo-

ment, to know that every mole-h- ill

is not a mountain. We need not
forsake the upper stratum of senti-
ment, thought and idealty the at-

mosphere of the soul because we
knsw there is a lower one of routine
and smaller vexations, in which our
feet are told to tread. To breathe
in one is to receive strength and re-

freshment for exertion in the other,
it is a good plan to pick up needles
and pins from the floor, but picking
pins ought not to be made the chief
object of existence ; for if we move
along with our heads constantly
downward, we most assuredly will
see nothing better than pins and
needles to the end of our days.

Are Moles a Pest ?
Ueriuantown Telegrspb.

There is a great difference of
opinion as to this question. Our
own is that the mole is harmless as
a rule ; sometimes it damages lawns
and gardens in pursuit of its food,
which usually is the earth worm.
If it should go through a hill of
corn and injure it by loosening the
rootlets, it is still in pursuit of the
earth worm, which is in dry times
found about the roots of corn and
other vegetables, grass, etc., more
abundantly thai elsewhere. So far
as our observation extend we have
never known the mole to eat
vegetable matter. It would
seem to be strictly a car-
nivorous animal. And on this head
here is something to the point :

Mr. Weber, one of the savants of
Zurich, Switzerland, recently ex-

amined the stomach of a number of
moles caught in different localities,
but failed to discover therein the
slightest vestige of plants or roots ;
whereas they were filled with the
remains of earthworms. He shut
up several of these animals ;n a box
containing earth and sod with grow
ing grass and a small case of grub
or earthworms. In nine days two
moles devoured 341 white worms,
193 earthworms. 25 caterpillars and
a dead mouse. Fed with a mixed
diet of raw meat and vegetables, the
moles ate the meat and left the
plants; and when the vegetables, ex-

clusively, were dealt out to them, in
twenty-fou- r hours both died of star-

vation.
