RESPONSIBILITY OF CLEERKS.

Imporiant Decision by Chaneesllor
Niaiey om (me Sabject.

A decision was rendered by Chan-
cellor Staley at yesterday's session of
his court which will be of general in-
terest and more or less importance,
The case was that of Mary and Jada
Tarwater vs. Henry Davis and D. A.
D:aderick, and the facts in brief are
about as follows: Ia the year 1853 a
fund—about which the above named
suit was brought—ecame into the hands
of D. A. Deaderick, who was then
Clerk and Master of the Chancery
Court, at KEnpoxville, said fund
belonging to the complainants in the
case, who were the minors. In 1872
said complainants brought euit to re-
cover {be samg. DMr. Deaderick an-
swered their bill, admitting that the
mouney came into his bands, and that
he had never paid it over to them or to
any person for them, but, by way of
defense, he set up the plea that he had
deposited the money in the Bank of
Tennessee, and il had been taken off
with the effce's of the Bank during
the war. Alse, that be had brought
suit against the Bank to recover the
same, but failed to obtain the mouey,
it being still in that Bank.

The holding of the Chanvelior was,
that the Clerk and Master is liable for
the funds, and the gepera! application
is, that the loss of fuods of that char-
acter, either by the breaking of a bank
or otherwize, ia no prolection to the
clerk in whose hands they were, bat
that be is held personally liable there-
for.
