None but those who have been exiled
thrown smong entire
straugers and received such hospitality
apd einduess, ¢an form an idea of how
this treatment wus appreciated.

There, over three hundred miles from
home, amopng sirangers, and some
three hundred miles from the Federal
lines, and yet here appeared men who
had made their way that great distance
through a country guarded by rebels!

These men brought a gloomy ac-
count of affairs from bome, The Con-
federzey bad passed a corscript act,
and preparations were being mude for
its rigid enforeement, whils the wilh-
drawalof the Federal forees from Cuame-
berland Gap, had greatly embeldened
them In their uondertakiog, while
Ugnion men were biding out and in
great trouble oo acoount of the oppres-
sion.

Here, in sccordance with republican
ideas, as observed io our civil affairs,
bui net belopgitig to the despolism of
the military, the company went
through the formality of an election of
officers, which were afterwards duly
ratified by appointment. ~ The follows
ing officers were elected : Bamuel W,
Pickens, Captain; Ben Cunningham,
1at Licutenant; Iavater Wear, 2ad
Lieutenant: W. H. Bloan, lst Ber-
geanl.

On the 220d the command agaio took
np the march and the next day arrived
a! Gallipolis, campiog just above the
city and opposite the mouth of the
Kanawha river. On the 7ih of No-
vember, another eurprise was given by
the arrival of three hLundred East
Tennesseeans, many of whom were
from Blount county, wto joined the
2nd Tennessee cavalry., Tnis bricgs
to mind a rather laughable occcurreuce
not connected exactily with the Third
Cavalry, yet it is tco good to be lost,
Gen. Spears was in the babit of almost
constantly testing the sentinels who
were camp guards. Of nights he would
pass around, sometimes in disguisae,
and attempt to cross the beats. The
S8econd Cavalry had gathered up sev-
eral horses and were camped right
slong near the guard line, their horses
hitehed very close to the beats. The
General came slong one night and
went up Lo & horse, began rubbing aod
fondling with him so that the guard
would be likely to take him for the
owner of the horse. The owner, how-
ever, was near at baod and oo the
lookout for the good of his horse, and
seeing some one petiing Lhe spimal,
thought it was s thief, o he slipped
up behind the General and watched
his ehance. The Genera!l rubbied the
linrae on and stoepiug over to rub his
legs, the owner guve him 8 tremen-
dous kick from the rear, sending him
away from the animal. The General
stratghtened up in a fit of anger, doubs
ling anpd trebling his oaths, when the
gountryman found he had kicked Lhe
