Jjsi
above the ford there was a mill and
darn, while just below there had been
a bridge and great rock pillars were
yet staudmg. lhefctre&m being very
rapid, the water poured over the dam
with an augry, roaring sound, and
gathered in heaps, then, as if piled on,
its pent up lury burst and dashed
along with great force.

Jut at
this juncture one of the Fourth In
diana, wearing a long overcoat, having
his sabre belted around him, leaped
into tiie river with uJl hits aeeouue- -ccu to, ' 1 to Clio dit'n li -
iug men rescued every one, and
brought them to the bank; then,
mouuting his horse as if nothing had
transpired, took his place in his regi-
ment

The railroad from Nashville to Mur- -
freesh.iro' had been torn up, so a cour-
ier line was established, with btaiious
a few miles apart, at which places a
hore was kept saddled and a soldier
ready, so tnat when a courier was seen
coming the horse was mountetl and
nothing was to dt but pass the dis-
patch Irotu one htud to another, and
the fresh horse went away at whatever
speed was written on the envelope.
In this manner a communication
could be sent through in a remarka-
bly short time. It was a dangerous
service, on account of the guerrillas
raiding in on these posts. A portion
of our regiment was assigned to this
duty while at Murfretsboro, and on
the Gih of May, 163, the regiment
started from Murfieesboro' back to
Nasi ville, there to make headquarters
wnile it had charge of this line,
bivouaciug at Lavergne and the next
day arriving at Nashville. Camps
were pitched on the sloje of the hill
below St. (Acilia Acadeaiy,ou the eide
next the city. Supplying the corner
stations reduced the number of men in
tamps considerably, but enough was
left to make expeditious against the
guerrillas and buhwackers around iu
the country. They continued to make
ra.ds upon our courier stations and
capture our boys, onie of whom
were taken to LiLby and other prisoLS.
Iu this connection it might be well to
state that prior to this time Captuiu
S. T. Harris, of Company I), and Cap-
tain Anderson F. Carson ot Company
F, had each returned, but separately
aud at dillereut times into East Teu-u.xt- e,

each were captured, and, it
was reported, placed in chains. Capi.
Harris, after fco long a time aud
great suiFcrinr, was discharged,
but not in time to j iu his
Company. Capt. Carsou never
returned. The manner his death(:r he certainly came to his death) was
never known, except stray reports said
he either d:ed or wai executed iu
LTibby.

On the 2nd of June, lfcG3, the ivgi-men- t

was stiickeu with sorrow at the
death by drovuiug of Sergeant Johu
A. McCulloch, of Company li. While
bathing iu Cumberland river, not-
withstanding he was a good swimmer,
he suddenly floundered and
His body wis not found until the next
day. lie was an FJder in Eusehia
Fittbyttrian Church, and one of the
few iueu who took his religion into
cimps with him and kept it there in
his d .ily walks. The whole regiment

and loved him no that his
untimely death brought universal sor-
row and mourning. The boys of the
regiment contributed very freely and
bought a metalic coilio, then had the
remains temporarily interred iu the
cemetery at Nashville, until they could
be seut home when the war should
end.
