The Treatment of Cows.

Of the treatment of cows the Prairie
Farmer say: *“Very many farmers
and many otherwise good dairymen
seem to thing that they may save
money by turning the cows upon the
pastures on the first appearance of
grass, and that thereafter all the feed
given at home is thrown away. There
1s nothing more fallacious. If you
have plenty of pasture, and it will not
poach uader foot, give the stock a
chance at it by all means, but do not
fail to give the usual feed at night
and morning 8o long as they will eat.
The young grass will tend to, clear
the system of huomor, and act as an
alternate to the other food given. It
will also quickly improve the color
aud flavor of butter. If pasture is not
plenty, it is far better to keep them
m the yards until the grass grows to
a fair bite. Itis the worst possible
policy to try and save hay and grain
in the spring between fodder and
grass. Such stock will show this false
economy all through the season. An-
other mistake is in supposing that
cattle stabled all winter may be turn-
ed out in the spring and exposed to
cold storms of wind and rain. FPall
off your winter flannels the first of
April, and see how it is yoursell,
Stock, especially dairy stock, and aul
animals giving milk, should be care-
fully protected from storms in the
spring nnt.ll the days and nights are
warm. A cold strom will not only
distress a milking animal severely,
but the milk will shritk from a
single exposure, often to such a de-
gree that it will not be regamed dur-
ing the whole summer. Itis far eas-
ier to bring the milk yield up toa
L maximum than, once lost, to recover
it. ‘Therefore give plenty of good
teed and sheiter all though the spring.’

Sheep.

¥From the Philadelphia Record”’

(Careful writers on the subject have
noticed the general immunity from
/disease found in all flocks ef Ameri-
can sheep ; and this is a matter of much
importance, giving to the United
States special advantages, as a sheep-
breeding and mutton-prodacing cotin-
try. Dlany of the fdiseases of sheep
which are described as comparatively
‘common in Europe are unknown in
the United States; and this remark
apphes particularly to those which
have proved destructive aboard. Very
many formidable maladies described
by European writers are wholly un-
known here, and otkers seldom met
with, or if met with occur in locualities
where they are not recognized. We
have some foot rot and scab it is true,
with more or less cold, catarrh and
‘grab in the bead, but in generaly our
flocks are very healthy. Indeed, the
late Hon. H. S. Randasll, one of our
best mfc)rmed wmera on this sabjec’,
expressed an opinion some years
since that all the diseases of sheep in
this country with which he was sc-
quainted--and he had sent circulars
for information upon this salject to
all parts of the United States—did
not cut off 2 per cent annually of well
fed and really-managed grown sheep.
Que of our greatest drawback in sheep
busbandry 1s the presence of 8o many
‘useless, vicious dugs ; and their .rav-
ages are 80 alarming in many States
as to raise a practical prohibition
against sheep keeping. In the vicin-
ity oftowns and large villages, where
dogs abound, sheep are scarce; and
for tbis all New Eagland might
, be one vast sheepfold.

Cough in Horse.

Country Gentleman.

I have a horse that has bad a
very bad cough for several months.
It is only occa.alonally that he
coughs, but when he does, it seems
‘to ‘be very straining. I do wuot
think his condition is as good as it
l ought to be with the treatment I give
him. His hair lovks rough. Itmay
be his lungs. He eats heartily, and
I think he coughs more when he is
leating than at any other time.

1W. E. B. E. [Your horse is
troubled with a chronic cough, and
when  such a ' cough occurs after
eating, the seat of the disease is
evidently in the substance of the
lungs. The stomach, distended
‘with food, presses up the diaphragm,
and the diapbragm upon the lungs.

In the violent effort to discharge
stheir function, irritation is produced,

and the act of coughing is the con-
sequence. Give a tablespoonful of
the following twice a day for three
weeks:  Barbadoes tar, 12 oz;
digitalis, 1 o0s.; sal nitre, 2 0z.; ting-
ture of belladonna, 4 dr.; mix.
| Stir slightly when using. Rub the
throat once a day, unless it is pretty
well blistered. with the following:

Spirits of turpentine, 4 o0z.; raw
linseed oil, 30z.; aqua ammonia 2
dr.; powdered cantharides, % oz;
mix.
