Ou/the moruing of thé 4th of
Janpary, 1865, afier: another hard
'night march, we stopped just before
daylight long enougb to feed our
stock apd get something to eat our-
selves. It was very cold, and the men
were suffering for hunger and want f

{ rest, baviog been on the march four

days and nights. We received infor-
niation While bere, from some of the
prisoners” we had captured, that Col.
Russell, of the Beventh Alabama
Cavalry, 800 strong, was In front of us,
and coming over the same road, so
ttal be woull certainly meet us. BSo
we bad fo prepsre for the reception.
Cols.. Paliner aad Prosser were nct
long in shaping their comwand
for the oecasion. We bad about 175
prisoners to gusrd, aud about 200
horses and mules. After putting one
man to each prisoner, and enmough to
guard the stoek, and, pdtting a soffi
cient forge oul 1o protegt our flanks,
we found Col. Russeil had to be met
with 100 sien.  For this purpose a eall
was made for volunteers from the dif-
ferent commands, and the number
Wis soon m‘lde‘nfot men who bad a
full knuwledge of the emergency and
who were prepared for Lhe worst,
About thetimesbe sun made his ap-
ranee over Lhe frozen Lills we were
n our saddles wnd ou our perilous
journey. Tne 100 ed men Look
the advance wilth the prisouers aud
their guards just behind, with & rear
guard to eover the rear of all. We had
gone three  miles, perhaps, Wheu,
fortunately for us, we met the encmy
in the gup of & ridge. Just as we
reached the top from one side C.l.
Russell's eommand eame up ob ibe
other, sbout (hiry yarda below the
summit. We h out & small ad-
vance guard, while Lhey bhad wuoue,
The moment we discovered them,
the order was given to charge, the two
Colonels being at the head of their
colomns., KEvery man applied his
spurs and the war whoop was raised
all aloug the column, and on we
dashed 1o the conflict with drawn
sabres. The gallaut Colonel Russell
stood bold as a lion, and tried his best
to rally bis men. Bome stood their
ground while others fled at once. At
the first dash we overpowered Lhe
bead ot the Confederale columu. Col,
B | 'lenﬁ from hid borse aod fled
't the mountaios, tosave his life, but
not until be and Col. Prosser crossed
sabres. By this time the entire column
Wus pauilo siricken, and a geueral
stampede ensued. The road was shut
in on each side by a Steep mountsin
covelrel with timber, which pie-
venled Lheir escape in Lbat di-
r:dnqr:’ oo hofse-back, Henee
they let their bhorses and fl d
for refuge. Hundreds of Lhem es-
caiped. We pressed through sloug the
parrow road, blockaded  with de-erted
Lorses, Lhe best we could, completely
routing the entire Coufederate furee.
Some were Killed, a number wouunded,
and fifty prisomers were captured, be-
gides tweniy-five Federal prisoners re-
captured.
