It will, perhaps, never be
known what part Mrs. Surratt took in
the infamous plot. The evidence be-
fore tha military court was sufficient
to connect her with the cotspiracy.
The rule of law is that after a conspi-
racy has been proven, the act of one
conspirator is the act of all. Under
this rule Mrs. Surratt was condemned
