How to Ralse a Calf,

Let it suck one or two days, 80 s
to get enough bf fts mother’s' milk to
physie it.

For
a week or ten days give the oalfl new
mitk, or until it begins to thrive, then
snbstitute warm skim milk, with a
little flaxseed tea or oil meal added,
Begin with a teaspooniul of the latter
and gradaally increase to s -gill.
When your calf is four weeks old put
a little shelled corn in its trough and
it will soon learn to eat it, and when
it gets toeating two ears at a meal it

1do withous the flaxseed. By the
time 1 is two monthe old i% will begin
to eat'fine hay or corn blades, snd
should be fed regularly a small quanti-

sat | ty. 1f you decrease themilk, add bran

add a little oil meal to the shelled
corn. ['have found a quart of bran
and two ears of corn three limes a
day a full feed for a calf from thres
to six months old and that wounld
weigh betwoen 300 and 400 pounds.
A calf raised and wintered the first
winter in this way will make a8 good
an animdl as it would if allowed to
run with the cow and suck for the
same length of time, and would do
better when weaned, as the change of
diet will not be 80 radical.

Hollow Horn.

Probably two months since we re-
ceived a letter from a subscriber to
the Register at Oskaloosa inqairing
what was our treatment of a cow with
the “hollow horv." As we had fre-
aaently given our opinion on the
subject, we paid no attention to the
inquiry. Agsin he preaists. No we
give the answer of the editor of the
National Live Stock Jourpal, as far
more religble than our own:

Every horn is sapported by a con-
ical, bony prooeas,
bones of the head. All horned cattle,
excepting bulls and muleys,or those
with very short stubby horns, the sup-
porting bony process is hollow afier
the third yesr, and the internal cavity
increases with advancing sge. The
estimate of bhollow bhern Is usu-
ally based on the extr eme coldness
or extreme heatof the horn, especial-
ally at the root; but thesa wre merely
an indieation of the cold snd hot
atages of a fever In all extensive
inflammations, and in all specific
fevers, the horns and ears are first cold
and then hot. In all euch casea, there-
fore, it is usually decided that hollow
horn exista. As these two classes em-
brace nearly all dangerous diseases, it
follows that, in popular estimation,
this aficction is rarely absent in dis-
ensed states. The crucial test of hol-
low hora is the penetration of the
gimlet into the internat cavity of the
bony process supporting the horn.
Now, bhis eavity is crossed at Inter-
vals by solid, bony pillars, extending
from mde to aide, and wheon, unlucky,
the gim'et sirikes one of these the
doctor’s assertion is eontradicted, and
e must fild some other cause for the
malady. This he ean alwsys find in
the softered condition of the end of [t
the tnil, so that if one extermity
fail him the other will give him sup-
port, and the tail sliting and back
blistering at leéast will be sustained.

Corn for Borses

Is it or is it not economy to feed
horses corn im the ear? We have
pracliced it for & number of years,
believing that the portion which was
not masticated, and so passed out of
the horses without being digested,
was not equal to the miller's toll. The
toll s every tenth, and this with the
waste and %ime spent going %o Lhe
mill will make it fully equal to every
eightu. Another thing farmers do
not think enough sbout. Suppose
avery tenth is not masticated and ae-
similated by the horse, it is kept on
the farm, wheress, if it is left at Lhe
mill the farm is s0 much depleted of
plant food.
