CORRECTING THE BIBLE.

[New York Timen |

The Rev. Phillp Schaffi D. D, a mem-
ber of the American  Committee of
Revision of the Old and new "lestament,
delivered an address last night, in St
Puul's Methodist B piscopal chureh, on the
subject of “Bible Revision."
took for his text the last verse of 8t. Peter,
and said that this was one of the proof
texts for the doetrine of the inspiration of
the Holy Seriptures, and applied to the
Old Teatument, The Bible, whether con-
sldered in a literary, historical, theological
or ingpirational view was the greatest book
in the world, und was of universal and
wrennial interast. The Book of God, the
{?Imrch of God, and the day of Ged were
the three pillars of the structure of socie
ty, and it was important, therefore, that
we should haye that book in its purity
brought home to usin our own vernacular
tongue, Although given originally only
to the Jews, it was intended and design-
ed for all mankind, and now nearly 800
languages, by their translations, speak
these orncles of Gad. They bave been
trnslated more widely than any book the
world ever saw. It was originally written
in the Hebrew, next in the Greek, about
two centuries before Christ, and next in the
Latin tonzue. The first trapslation of it
made In Great Britain was about the
Seventh century, and later it was réndered
by the venerable Bede into the Anglo-
Saxon tongue. In 1880 just 600 yearsago,
John Wyeliffie's tranelation into the Kn-
glish langnage was issued, but that was
made from the Latin vulgate and embrac-
ed only the Old Testament, In the
Sixteenth century, the era of the Reforma-
tion, the crowning event of that great
movement wad the rotranslation of the
Gorpel by Tyndal, upon which was bascd
the revisionof it now in ordinary use
known as the King James or “suthorized"
version, which revision was begun in 1603
and ended in 1611, Itis the product of
the Church of England, and has been car-
ried out of that body by all the dissenting
bodies which have sprung from it, and all
alike carried with them whatever errors
existed in it. For years these errors and
discrepancics and mistranslatiors, have
been the subject of discossion and eon-
troversy, and finally, about twelve years
#go, » number of people n to agiate
the subject of o revision. 1t was s great
task, and was confronted with many ob-
stacles, It conld not well be carried out
as & denominational or sectarian scheme,
for the revised version would have to be
sich & one as Methodists, E palinng,
Presbyterians, Baptists, all the sects or
churehes, in fact, could and wounld mecept.
In 1870 tae cougregation of Canterbllf}',
England, undcrwuﬁ, under God's spirit
and influence, to scoure a revision, and
appolnted a board of scholars to take the
work in hand, Among the rules Iaid
down by the congregation was the injunc-
tion that the Idom and voeabulary of the

Jterally and cleu-li the splrit of Glod, s
revealed in His book, That Eoglish
Committe on Revision was composed of
professors of Greek and  Hebrew, theolo-
glans, ministers, students of Biblical his-
tor{nnd schelars of the highest grade,
embracing ®&ll  the Protestant creeds
among thelr numbers. The commission
meets monthly in the Jerusslem Chamber
at Westminster, But alter they began
their work it occured to them that they
hiedd no right to ignore Americn, and they
requested the Cliristlan Churches of the
United States to organize o similar
commission here to co-operate with the En-
glish body, believiog that it would tend
to lusure greater accuriey and & nearer
approach to perfection. T'he American
commission was organized in 1871, and
meots every month in the Bible houso {n
this city. It consists of well-known
Biblical scholars, representing all the
leading American religious denominations,
and all the principal Amerioan literary
Institutions, universities, colleges and
seminaries, nearly all  of them Deing
profesaets of Hebrew and Greek, or of
Biblieal literature, The English com-
mission s divided into the Old Testament
Company and the New Testament Come
pany. At their monthly mectings they
gubmit their translations and renderings
of the books mude from their own exami-
ontiong of all  the  translations  and
versions, and from the original manu-
saripts.  Each book and chapter is taken up
successively and disoussed, and no change
from the existing version can be agreed
on by less than a majority vote. They
then consiider such changes u second  an
athird time, and the change is only
finally authorized if it sacures a two-thirds
votein lis favor. They then send a econ-
fidential transeript of thelr recommended
version to the American commission, and
it is similarly acted upon here and as fully
considered, and the American commission
may confirm, modily, or rejeet, or make
new snggestions in the work, sending Its
transoript in & similar confidential way to
the English commission for their approval,
maodification, or rejection. The Britlsh
and Foreign and the American Rible
Sooleties have nothing to do with the work,
though they take great interest In it, be-
catse by thelr constitution they are limited
to the production and dissemination of
the Kiag James or authorized version,
but it in probable that effurts will be made
to change the eonstitution =0 as to enable
them to publish and  distribute the new
verasion, if not alone, at least with the
present version,  All the propesed changes
which can not be agreed on will be print-
ol in nn appendix, bt the list of these
changes will be small and will touch
malnly on minor points of language and
spelling, and  matters of natonal tasie
rather that as aflecting the merit of the
work, Bome of these points relate te the
rendering Into equivalent English  or
American terms the coins and weights aud
mensures now expressed in the Greek and
Latin terms, or whether the modern
equivalents or the anclent oncs shall be
giveu in the marginal notes. When
linlshed, the version is te be printed and
published by the University press of
Oxtord and Cambridge, so that no part of
the pecunisry burden is borne by Ameriea,
and in eonsideration of that the Eunglish
Commission will olaim the exclusive copy-
right., The New Testament will bo
copyrighed by the coming fall, so  that Tt
may be issued in the fith century after
Wycliffe's first English edition was given
to the world. The Old Testament will
not be completed for two or threa years
to come, and the Apoerypba will bo  (de-
Inyed two or three years still Inter
When the edition is  completed, the
commissions will retive from control, and
it will soon be & question for every Chiris-
t'an family to decide whether they will
adopt the new Bible or not.

Dr. Schaff], in conelusion, said that he
had no doubt the new copy would soon
take the place of the “anthorized’ version,
although some were already  much
troubled abont it, and thought it would
tingettle people’s minds somewhat.  But
to that he replied that minds were already
nnsettled coticerning the aceurncy of the
Bible when the work was begin, anid thuy
must ba settled again. The existing ver-
sion often required  explanation  and
correction from  the pulpity and to his
judgment it seemed that the pulpit wos
uot the place for it, and he belieyed the
best way was to avoid such a negessity by
obialoing the best rendering of God's
