ests and waste lands of the great
west and south giving away to neat j

farms and thriving villages.

THE TARIFF.

"We are inclined to think Senator
Eaton has "struck it rich" to use
a mining phrase in his nroDoseH

commission to investigate tariff re-

forms. There are many reasons
wby the tariff should not be tamper
ed with now. Time has pretty
clearly demonstrated that the aver
age congressman, when turned loose

ia tne business interests of the
country, knows about as much about
them as a Chester pig does about
the golden streets of the New Jeru
salem, and all his meddlings with
them end in injury. There is such
an unmistakable tendency towards
an early adjournment that calm and
deliberate action is not possible.
Again, the presidential electiou will
be distracting enough with-

out castiDj; another stink
pot into the political atmos-sphe- re.

The tariff and reves
nue laws are voluminous in the ex-

treme, covering about thirty-fi- ve

pages of the revised statutes, and
in addition to their voluminoustiess,
are exceedingly complicated. It
has recommeLded itself to tie minds
of the whole people that certain
changes are necessary, but how it is
to be done does not prevail with
the same degree of unanimity,
Certain articles on the tariff list are
no doubt rated too high, and some
that are dutiable ought not fo be so at
all.. But, at the same time, it is
inevitable if the honor of the coun-

try is consulted that for many years
yet a revenue largely exceeding the
mere running cost of the govern-
ment must be raised, in order that
the interest on our publio debt be
promptly paid and the principal
gradually reduced. Again, some
protection against the pauper labor
of Europe must be provided, if
American manufacturers are not
driven from the field. The great
desideratum, therefore, is revenue
and a , protection and free-trad- e

judiciously mixed. To do this
body of men must be employed who
have the business of the country at
their tongue s end, and time must be
given to deliberate therein.

This want Senator Eaton's bi!
meets. , It provides for a commisM
sion of experts, who shall consider
toe wnoie matter, Having every
facility given them, and report
Del ore December, 1881. It is not
necessary that congress shall con
sider this report an ultimatum and
immediately proceed to pass it and
make it a law, but their labors will
collate and systematize material
without which it would be impossible
to legislate with any degree of jus-
tice.

IMMIGRATION.

If the present influx continues
until next January, as there is

. every reason to believe it will, the
accessions t our population by
foreign. emigration will be larger
than in any year since the republic
Ead a beginning. A few figures
from the report of the chief of the

' bureau of statistics will give some
idea of the enormous human current
that is now landing upon our shores.
During the month of April .there
were 49,413 passengers landed at
Castle Garden, New York, of wh'uh
46,821 were immigrants, er nearly
a,ovv a aay. iarmg tno corre-
sponding month of 1879 the total
number of passengers were 14,394,

S of whom 11,601 were immigrants.
During the twelve' months ending
April 80, 1880, the total number of
immigrants to this country was
198,876, and for a corresponding
time in the year before the total
number was 86,905. During the
six months ending December 31,
1879, the total number of immi-grant- s

was 82,192, and for the same
time in 1878 the total was 42,471.

In the month of April just past if
46,8Z1 immigrants arrived at New
York, or nearly 1,600 a day, it
would be safe to say that the total
landing at all parts of the United
Statfs would not fall below 2,000
per day. At this rate every 65
days enough people are added tq eur
population to give one additional
number to the house of representa-
tives, should the present basis of rep-
resentation be maintained.-- . Or to
state it in a different form, if all
