Senator " Ilampton (3. C ). from
the .committee on military affairs,
reoorted favorably on the bill' to
furnish a bronze statue of Gen.
Daniel Morgau to tbe Cowpens'
centenniel committee, at Spurtan-burg- ,

S. C, aud it was passed.
At the expiration ot the mornng

hour the senate resumed connidera
tion of the Kellogg Spofford resolu-

tions. . . -

Senator Saulsbury (Del ) made a
long and elaborate argument in
favor of the resolutions. At its
conclusion the house resolution pro
viding for adjournment on May
31st, was laid before the senate and
read the first time.' '

Senator Conkling (N. Y.) callod
attention to the fact that the reso
lution was worded as joint and not
concurrent resolution, lie objected
to its second reading to day. It,
therefore, lies on the table. '

Senator Morgan (Ala. J then pro
ceeded to speak upon the Kellogg-Spoffor- d

resolutions. lie thought
it established that the Packard leg-- ,

islature was a sham, and the Nicholls
body the true legislature of Louis
iana. Uod gross couia not so a cine
upon the legality of a legislature
as to exclude ihe state from de

ciding otherwise for herself. All
that the, senate couiu uo in
1877 - was to decide that, for
that particular occasion, Packard's
signature as governor was sufficient
to be regaraea as prima iacie evi-

dence of the genuineness of Kel-logg- 's

certificate Afterward the
state decided in favor of the Nich-

olls legislature, and that body was

recognized by all the world. The
senate ' in temporarily recognizing
the Packard government did not
bind its own future i ection.
The seating of Kellogg, there-

fore, did not bind any- -

bodv. not even the " senate
in executive ssssion."' Senator Mor
gan did not think the senate should
be governed by rules that govern
courts, but commended toe uiustra
tions he gave on this point to the
attention of those who did not
think so. The republicans relied
cbitfly upon the plea of ret acfjudi
catd, but the constitution made the
senate' at ' all times judge of its
own members and gave states at
all times the right to represent
tion by senators chortn by their
legislatures. Nothing could act as
an eBtoppel from the enjoyment of
that right, tnd the principle of ret
adjudiodta could only be applied in
suits between individuals, and not
in eases affecting the rights of the
states and of the whole people.

Senator Morgan (Ala.) held that
in admitting Mr. Jonas as senator
the ' senate had recognized the
Nicholls legislature, ana impliedly
admitted that the Packard legisla-
ture waa not lcaL All members
of the house from Louisiana were
elected with tbe Niobolls govtrnmsnt
and wart mttd befcre Kellogg was.
