He lived
on Powell’'s mountaip, on the high
road from Estillville, via the High
Knob, to Gladeville. He at one time
clerked in Mr. John Harr!s’ siore at
Stopy Creek, where he proved to be
an excellent and popular salesman,
His character hitherto 1s without
| blemisgh, He leaves a wife and two
ichiidreu. His father is living, and
performed the mournfal duty of haul-
| ing away for interment his bloody and
! mutilated remains. He was a farmer
of moderate means, At one time he
was counted an expert boatman.
. Elijah Corder is a well-to-do farmer,
and with the exception heretofore al-
| luded to, bas had no blemish on his
{ character. He is aged some 30 or 35,
rand bes a wife and two or three chil-
dren.

to Miss Myers’ prejudice, and so
strongly was ehe of the opinion that
there was no truth in the alleged il«
licit relation between her husband and
Misa Myers, that at her earnest en-
treaty Corder induced the girl to re-
turn to his house. Hearing of this,
Barker's company of ‘‘regulators’
waited on him again on the fatal
morning, when lhey found him pre-
pared for his lerrible defense.
