Quagsia For Mosquitoes.
(Nature.]

A faw vears ago 1 had some peach trees
which, being on a wall'exposed to draught,
were snnually blighted. One died, and the
new wood of the others w&s nol more Lthan
a hand’'s length. A scientific friend advis-
ed me to try a weak solution ol quassia to
water them with, and the stccess was com-
plete. Blight was prevented, The first

vear the trees hore well and the new woaod
was elbow-length or mcra. I next tried
quassis in the vinery. Instead of lime-
washing the walls to get r1d~.-_f the green
fly, one watering with quassia, dismis ed
them in a day.s My bead gurdener, wbo had
previously much experience in nursery
grounds. wondered that he had never
heard of it before, He now uses itin all
onsas as a protection irom flies and blight .

of chips of quassia-wood boiled and reboil-
ed in other water, until he has eight gal-
lons of the extract for his garden-engine.
He finds it unadvisable to use it stronger
for some plante.” This boiling makes
the quassia ndhesiye, and being principsily
applied (to the underieaf, because most
blight settles there, it is not readily y_aahad
offiby rain. Quassia is used in medicine as
a powerful tonic, and the chips are sold by
chemists at from sixpence to a shilling a
ound. The tree is indigenous to the
Vest Indies and to South America. And
now &8 to gnats and mosquitoes. A young
friend of mine, severcly bitten by mosqui-
toes and nnwilling to be seen so disfigured,
sent for some quassia chips and had boiling
water poured upen them, At night, afier
washing she dipped her hands into the
aunssia water and lef. it to dry on ber face,

toes, are, from my own experience, of no
use. At the approach of winter, when
flies and gnats get into houses and some-
times bite vencmously, a grandchild of
mine, eighteen nonths old was thus attack-
ed.

Itis in«
nocuous to children, and it may be a pro-
tection also sgainst bed insects, which I
have not had the opportunity of trying.
When the solution of quassia iz strong, 1t
is well known to be an ective, fly-poison,
and is mixed with sugar to attr.ctflies, but
thisis not strong enough to kill at once.
