Mr. xveeuer cas noi even aeniea a
single fact stated by me, except one, and
that is. he 6ays "Mr. Webb's statement ed
that the tally marks plainly counted 139
votes for Anderson in the 1st ward is not
true as to tne plainly.' " Jiut he
admits that "if all the dots and marks
on one of the sheets are counted, they do
count 139. So, while admitting that, this
tally bheet does count 139 for Anderson,
he denies that it does so "plainly." w heth

I am right or he is right can only be
determined by an inspection of the tally it
sheet, and persons who have any doubt
must inspect this sheet. So much for the
onlv denial made by Mr. Keeder.

llow then does wt, xieeaer meet tne
point of contention? My claims was that
ne had disregarded the lace of the returns in

and counted Anderson out and liossett in,
upon evidence outside of the returns, and I
gave the facts upon which the claim was
oaBei. These facts, if true, establish my
propositions as correct. Mr. Keeder fails
to deny any of the facts, except as before
stated, and they mutt be taken as true,
and it stands established certainly as to the
6th and 8th wards, as to which there is no
aenial, that Mr. Keeder did disregard the
face of the returns, and count Anderson
out and Gossett in, upon extrinsic evi
dence.

But Mr. Keeder's article artfully dodges
this, the onlv issue between us, and still
insists on going outside of the returns and
getting statements irom persons in tne isi
and bin wards to show how the vote was in
those wards, and he brings forward those
outside statements as evidence that he
went by the face of ihe returns, when the
returns theinseiVes are the only evidence
he could rel v on of that fact.

This artful dodging discloses to my mind
the paternity of Mr. Keeder's communica-
tion, and I am confident Mr. Keeder is not
the father of iu a

In the case of the state vs. M. J. vVnarht,
which was a case from (Shelby county, and
is reported in 10th lieiskell, our supreme '
court held that the returning officer of an
election was "a mere ministerial officer;
he is not vetted with judicial powers to
correct errors an,d mistakes or
to pass upon aDy disputed fact which may
effect the result, lie is to ascertain and
declare the result as shown by such re-

turn." Again, the court say : "The re-

turning officer may be a witness of the
frauds and irregularities which would in-

validate the election, but he can not judge
of them." When Mr. Keeder was count-
ing the vote in the court house, on Monday,
he told me that he had read this decision
"clean through," and understood that he
could not go behind the return. Now, in
the face of all this, Mr. Keeder did not de-

cide according to; the face of the returns,
but went outside of these returns.

As before stateJ, Mr. Keeder dodges this
issue and attempts to show, by state-
ments and evidence procured yester-
day, and which . do not appear
upon the returns, how the election actually
did go in the first and eighth wards. I
might well stop here and say that these
matters have nothing to do with the con-
troversy, but I deem it best to meet Mr.
Keeder upon this ground also, and to give
the public some further light on this mat-
ter. Mr. Keeder says: "I called to-da- y

(Aug. llti) upon Wm. G. McAdoo, jr.,
the principal clerk of the election in the
first ward, and an Anderson man, and he
furnished me the following statement. 1
here give the certificate of the judges and
clerks of the first ward :

Then follows tbe certificate to the returns
of election, signed by the clerks, judges
and officer of tbat ward, but it will be ob-

6th, 1880. - It is copied from the certificate
on the returns now in the clerk's office. Ia
it inserted in Mr, Keeder s article at this
point and in this connection, in order to
mislead, and creite the impression that
this u a certificate jrivea to him by the
officer, judges and clerk, on yesterday ?
lhere is no reason for its insertion at all. 1
admitted that there was such a certificate.
Now, I here give the certificate of two of
the judges of election in the first ward.
which explains etactly how the original
certificate happened to be made, shows tbat
the vote actually cast for Mr. Anderson
was 133, just as the tally sheet showed.

'I was one of the judges of the election
in tho 1st ward on AUiUst oth, lew, ana
watched the count of the vote, and
watched W. G. McAdoo, jr., one of the
clerks, take tho vote down on his tally
sheet as they were called out. For the
first five votes for Anderson, Swan : and
Kt-ede- Mr. McAdoo made five nerpen- -

icular marks opposite the name of each of
the candidates. When the sixth vote for
these candidates waa called, Mr. McAdoo
made a tally mark across these five perpen-
dicular marks, so that six votes were ac-
tually included in this first tally, I called
the attention of the judges to the fact that
Mr. McAdoo had male five marks and
tallied with the sixth, and I in
structed Mr. McAdoo that in the future he
mu3t make four marks and tally with the
filth. When the counting was over and
we came to foot up the tallies, they were
counted by fives, and the tally containing
the six votes was counted five, m.-tea- d of
six. 13 v thi3 counting the tallies footed ud
138 for Anderson. We had all lost sight of
the fact that the first tally contained six
votes, and this is how it happened that in(
the original certificate sent up by us, An-
derson's vote was given as 138, but the
tally sheet showed 139. Mr. Keeder
asked me how this matter was on Monday
evening about 6 o'clock, and I then

it to him, just as I have explained
it above. Again, Mr. Keeder came to
me about 8 o'clock yesterday evening and
wanted me to sign a paper he had. I thenexplained this matter to him again, and
declined to sign the paper.

Hunter held the ballot for a moment
until the clerks finished taking down fome
other name, and di covered that it was two
ballots folded up together. The attention
of the judges was called to the fact and it
was decided to put this double ballot into
the box, and to throw it out when they
should come to count the votes. The
double-ball- ot was creased by Mr. Hunter,
so that he could identify it, and was then
mit into the ballot-bo- x. Wrhen the vote3
were beinc counted, and this double ballot
was reached, Hunter took it and put it into
his pocket, and it was decided to throw it
out.' The count was then finished and the
figures put down, and, without this double
ballot, the vote stood 84 for Qosselt. E. C.
