The greenback jrote there'has been
large, anT a' great deal depends
upon how those who have been

voting with that party vote this
year. It is believed that it will
not be so large as last year. If it
should not, the result will depend
upon how those who leave the
greenbackers cast their votes. The
result in that state will exercise a

very powerful influence over the
general result in November. If it
should go republican, the result i3

decided. Without Indiana, the
democratic prospect is hopeless. If
the republicans should even succeed

in keeping down the democratic plu-

rality to that of two yta-- s ago, or
lower, they will have little cause for

discouragement. The democrats
are making a desperate strug-

gle to obtain the green
back vote, and have succeeded in

buying off one of the greenback can
didates for a state effice, and are said

to be using money in great profu-

sion. If the usual democratic
frauds at the polls are prevented, as

the republicans think they will be,

the republican ticket is reasonably
sure of success. The election is for
a governor and other state officers,

congressmen, and a legislature
which elects a United States senator
to succeed Senator McDonald.

The election in Ohio is for con-

gressmen and minor state officers.

In 1876 President Hajes carried the
state by a majority 7,516 over Til-de- n.

In 1877 the democrats elected
Gov. Bishop by a majority of 22,520
