THE STORM'S WORK.

Derrorr, Micu.,, Oct. 20.—From
Frankfort comes tidings of the total
loss of the schooners J. H. Hartzell
and the Hope. The former was
loaded with iron ore and the latter
with provisions. The Hartzell is a
total wreck. Her stewardess perish-
ed in the rigging. The rest of the

crew were saved. The Hope is
ashore, high and dry, but may be
got off. The crew are safe. The
schooner Eclipse, of Chicago, is also
ashore north of Ludington. The
crew are all safe. Several vessels
are reported aground on St. Clair
flats, but will be relieved soon, Ves
sels are now moving freely in all di-
rections,

Horraxp, Mica, Oct. 20.—A cor-
respondent of the Associated Press
reports to have been to the shore and
along the beach and for five miles he
found large quantities of apples,
headings and other freight; also,
portions of an upper deck, stan-
chions and rail, gang planks and
hatches and one door panel, with the
name of the steamer “Alphena;” also,
two life-preservers, an oar and chain,
marked with a stencil, “steamer
Alphena." A piano also came ashore
during the night, which is recogmized
by an agent of the Goodrich line as
belonging to the *“Alphena.” The
body of a lady came ashore, which
was recognized as that of Mrs. Brad-
ley. Capt. Batler, of the Goodrich
line, has arrived at the wreck, and
watchmen are patrolling the shore
for the wreck or bodies. The wind
has gone down but the sea is running
bheavy. Small pieces of cabin, upper
deck, furniture and berths are com-
ing ashore.

Caicaco, Oct. 20.—The excitement
and suspense which has been hourly
increasing respecting the fate of the
Alphena, changed to profound sorrow
on the part of those whose friends
were known or believed to be on
board, when to-day’s news not only
failed to report her safety, but ans
nounced the certainty of her destrue-
tion. The offices of the Goodrich line
have been filled with mournful faces.
It is not deemed possible that any
one can have been saved from the
wreck. Had a raft been made it
could hardly have lived five minutes
amid the fierce beating of the waves,
and none probably will ever tell the
story of the Vessel men be-
lieve she struck a rock somewhere off
the east shore and went to pieces
some distance from shore. There is
much complaint of the laxity of the
company in baving no list of the
passengers. The crew was thirty
strong. It is stated “that when the
vessel left Muskegon she had seventy
passengers, and at Grand Haven she
took five, mostly t:;omeu:l. Goodrich,
however, thinks the passengers did
not exceed 25 or perhaps 20 in num«~
ber.
