it Canvass, t'x,

An Immense Crowd at Groeueville

i ei iJ WriUr. 7 liU. i

Mr. Editor: The final gasp of the mori
buni democracy of this county was begun;
to-da- y, that is, the last exhibition of Bob'

Taylor's zeal for his democratic masters
and for Bob's was mad. here
to-da- y, and jas there is hardly! aCdoubl-o- f his;

defeat on Tuesday next, this maybe fairly.
considered, the'beeinninirof .the encf.of
shark democracy here, and of Bob himself.
He has played tow farce during tho irhola;
canvass with so much success thatrhad'it
been plaved in a district where theaters
abound, he would surely by this time have
been able to command a respectable salary
behind the footlights or on the tanbark ia
tbe circus ring, dressed in motley. But it
must be confessed that intelligent votm
have not been specially edified to see their
member of congress play tha mountebank,
and unless all signs fail w, this district is
not again in danger of being misrepresented
by one who is as ignorant of the principles
of sound legislation as he is regardless of
the interests of the people whom he claims
to represent.

The meettng""of to-d- ay waa very large,
as you are perhaps aware.Tbe discussions
be: ween tbe two candidates, Pettibone and
Taylor, have been jointly conducted.
Erly ia tbe day ciuzens began to crowd
our ordinarily quiet, ton. Badges beariog
th naruei of oitibone or Taylor were ex
hibited on the huts of men and boys, and
even women in large numbers had their

einiilaily decorated. 'Ihe town
was literally alive with the yeomenry of
the county. fcJoou after dinner time
tbe throng, with one accord, moved
toward tbe spot where John-so- u's

rem .ins lie, and in the shade of a
few trees near the road, a multitude which
must have exceeded fifteen hun red per-
sons assembled, those nearest the speaker'
stand' sitting oa the grass, and those more
di-ta- standing. Tbe potation rf the
soeakei s was at the bottom of a gentle de
c.iity, on which the audieace was gath
ered, and which, sloping all sides towards
tbe speakers, placed them nerly in the
centre of a. vast and picturesque amphi-
theatre. Tbe place chosen for the meeting
wv3 admirable, and but for rather too
much wind, all1 the circumstances were
favorable.

Air. Pettibone spoke first, and for an
hour gave a ni.tory of tbe doings ct tbe
republican party, wnich was not only true,
rut most forcibly ad eloquently spoken.
He spoke with tbe air of a man thoroughly
believing what be said, and thoroughly
knowing how to say it, and to make others
believe it. He read from tb democratic
platforms laid down in 187, 1876 and 1880.
He illustrated - the? iBCynsistencys oj the
democratic party ion the great questions el
public policy, arraigned that party for its
cou.se ia congress, and. traced the political
history of Boo Xaylorjn jines that Would
have made his cheek tingle with shame,
had not his truckling to the pirty whip
already made him callous Jo' all sense of
propriety and consistency. Mr. Pettibone
caded to the recollection of the audience
the p omises of Taylor wben he canvassed
this district two years, and showed by the
record how little heed he had. paid to them
after his e ection. '. .

When' Mrr Petti Son e"' had con-
cluded it . was difficulty to see
what Taylor ?weuld x say. He ? had
been - about as thoroughly "done up as it
was possible to conceive, and yet no word
of personal abuse bad been Spoken. Every
word of Petiibone'sspeecB 'bad been cour-
teous and dignified iu form, and whatever
it contained that as offensive, was 80, be-

cause the record produced showed the
truth of the statements made.

But among Bob's qualifications for pub-
lic speaking he has that of story telling,
and thouga bis stories on this occasion did
not illustrate the situation at all,: and: might
as well have been told at the circus by the
fellow with parti-color- ed apparel,-know-n

par ex ellenceas "the ciown," tbey never-
theless made the boys laugh and about
,'rah for Bob Taylor." Boo did wisely in
not wandering inio the field of a gument
or discussion of tbe polices of the two par-
ties; be knew better ihan to cross swords
with such an opponent as Mr. Pettibone in
such a cuntesu He therefore confined
himself to gibes and jests, personalities,
Euch as no high bred opponent woul ever
think of using,, and such poor defense oi
bis own congressional c .reer as the desper-
ate we-- kness thereof would allow to one so
ill prepared to grapple with the questions
involved.

It is evident to any thinking, intelligent
man that in the qualities necessary in a leg-
islator in the coug. ess of the U oiled S.ates,
Mr.; Pettibone .Is far tbe ; superior of hi
rival, that tbey do not admit of eotnpam
son ; and if the returns of the election on
Tuesday next fail to show that this is the
opinion of the mjorUy; of legal voters in
this district, not only will your correspond-
ent be very much surprised, but will be
compelled toTeduce laTgely hii estimate of
the intelligence of the voters of the district.

If ih-- re be any district in the United
Stales that is interested in the continuance
of tbe policy of the republican party in
regard to the tariff it is in East Tennessee.
