New York, Nov. 7. The Nautical
Gazette makes the following an
nouncement in regard to tho use of
petroleum as fuel: ., .

We shall soon be able to announce
wonderful stride in the mechanical

appliances for using liquid fuel for
generating steam in both marine and
and boilers. The matter is in the

hands of practical men, who will
soon , demonstrate that they- - can
mako twenty-eig- ht to thirty gallons
of crude petroleum, costing from
eighty-fi- ve to ninety cents, do the
work of a ton of coal, costing from
$4 to 4.25, and without dirt or
smoke, and, : when, as I in the
case of a large steamer carrying
from forty to forty-fiv-e men in the
fire room, one man in each will be
abundantly, able to keep up a uni-
form pressure of steam at all times.
Liquid fuel is the intervening step
between coal and electricity, which
will in due ' season furnish motion
for the world. But-unti- l we arrive
at a thorough knowledge of this
subject and of motive power liquid
fuel will have had its day and gener
ation, wiping out the last remnant of
barbarism coal The fireman of the
future can wear broadcloth in the
fireroom,' while ..the coal passer will
have laid down his "shovel and hoe"
to become one of the memories of
the past : This condition- of things
is near at hand.
