NATIONAL AID TO STATE ED-~
UCATION.

fund, on which a four | 'r cent, inters
est per annum is to be paid to the
states as above ; provided, that for the
firet ten years the appoitionment shall
be made aceording to the numbers of
the population cf 10 years old and up-~
ward who can not read and writs ; and

rovided further, that one-third of the
noome from eaid fund shall be annu-
ally appropriated t> the completed en-
dowment and suppoit of culleges or
which may be established under tbe
act of 1862, until the amourt annually
thus accruing to said colleges in each
state shall reach $30 000, afier which
the whole income of eaid fund
shall be appropriated t) the said
states, territories, and District ‘o
the education of all children be-
tween the sges of 6 and 16 The secre-
tary of the treasury is authoriz.d to
sud to the fand any sums given to the
Uuaited states for that purpose. A
sum not exgeeding 50 per cent. of tLe
amount regeived by any state, ete,, the
firat year, and bDot exceading 10 per
cent. in any year thereafier, msy Le
applied, at diseretion, to the maiute-
nance of schools for instruction of
teachers ol common schools, To be
entitled to the benefits of this act any
siate, elc, must maiantain for st least
three months in each yeusr until Javus
ary, 1385, and thereafter four months
in each ®ear, a system of free schools
for all chilldren between 6 and 16 years
of age. * Any state, ete., misapplylog
any of the money received under this
act shey" forfeit further grants uutil the
amount 8o misapplied shall have been
replaced by said state, etc. Nothing
contained in the act shall bs held to
alter any previous Jaw regarding the
dieposition of public land nor to limit
the power of congresa over the pnblio
domain, nor to interfere with gravting
bounty land to soldiers and sailors,
The bill also authorizes colleges estab-
lished under the act of 1862 to estab-
lish echools for the technical educstion
of women.

A similar bill is perding in the
house, of which Hon. John Goode,
of Virginia, is author, except that
his bill provides for_the distribution
of the whole proceeds for ten years,
