BTATEMENTS,

If all the letters of Col. A. K.
McClure, written from the south,
and published in his paper, the
Philadelphia Times, are as full of
inaccuracies as~ the one written from
Nashville, they are of little value.
As a statement of facts, they must
be wholly unreliable. We call ats
fention to the following extract
taken from his Nashville letter :

*Tue political distinction of high
tax and Jow tax in Tennessee is an in-
defiuits one, but 8o far as drawn lines
are visible, the high tax party propose
Lo pay sixty per cent. of the existing
debt 10 eix per eent, bonds, while the
low tax party propose to pay fifty per
centyln four per cent. bonds.

veckless and profligate stata rule. The
erratic and desperaie Brownlow made
himself goveroor by union bayoaets,
had a genersl legislative ticket voted
for where polls could be opened, and
thus made up a legislature composed
of some honest union mep, gome
pEulkers from both armies, and an an-
soriment of negroes. Maoy of them
were declared elected from counties
in which they did not receive a single
vote, and where there was no pre-
tance of an election; but Brownlow
wanted a government and he thuos
made it. Io 1869 after two years of
Brownlow’s hignly original illustra-
tion of popular governmernt, he was
re-elected, as he disfranchised all who
had ever aided rebellion and appoint-
his own election officers, He then
elected himself to the senats, leaving
De Wilt C. Benter, the lieutenant goy=
ernor, in the exeeutive chair. Gov-
ernor Senter saw that Brownlow rule
could not last, &s it had given birth to
the ku-klux and general insecurity t»
both person and propeity, and he be-
gan to conserve republican authority,
He was denounced by Brownlow and
his reckless followers for his hesita-
tion, and {hey nominated (General
Btokes to succeed him; bot Benter had
learned Browrlow’s ways of carrying
elections, and he t20k the field against
Stokes, appointed his own election of-
ficers aud madea regulation Brownlow
mejority against the Brownlow party.
Thus the rule of the adventurer and
jobber was overthrown in 1870; but
meantime the Brownlow administras
tlon had inereased the debt mearly
thirty millionsof taxable property in
the entire state. The taxes were large-
ly increased and the available resoure-
es of the slate were expended, leaving
Tennessee with a mountain of dent
and generally impoverished. In 1873
the first practical efiort was made to
edjust the debt.
