So anxious are they to have
him appear in that light that rumors
in various forms I; are been circulated
to the effect that he is tngaged in an
active personal campaign against the
election of Conkling and Piatt. And
failing to connect him with anything
of the kind, they say that he is in
the hands of Blaine, who is using him
to inflict r.nnishmEnt upon Mr. Conk
ling.

Of course there is no trouble in
this, as every well-inform-

ed man
knows. It is knon by all readers
of newspapers that five-sixt- hs of the
important appointments to office,
made by the present Administration,
have been made from the ranks of
those who are classed as Mr. Conk-lin- g's

friends, and who were his
friends. It is onlv natural that the
President should desire the election
of two Senators from New York who
are in sympathy with and will sup-
port his administration. He does
not hesitate to say so. He would
be justifiable in using the power of
his administration, in a certain sense,
to secure such a result. Such things
have been done by Presidents whose
memories are revered by all the peo- -

pie of this country, regardless of
party. Andrew Jackson would not
have hesitated a moment to have
done so. Impartial observers must
admit that the President has pur-
sued a very dignified course through-
out this whole matter. He may
have been guilty of what many of
his friends believe to be errors o
judgment, but he has displayed bold-
ness of purpose, dignity of action
and a proper regard for the views of
others. It can never be said that he
ha3 descended to the level of "the
mere politician but has maintained
his reputation as a dignified states-
man.

stitutions of the South. A strong
attachment had grown up between
the owners and the owned. This is
not the place nor time to argue the
truth of this proposition ; but a sin-

gle fact proves it overwhelmingly,
and can never be forgotten by the
white people of the South.

In the late war the white men of
the South were nearly all called away
from their hoaoes to the battlefield ;

they left their wives and their child- -

ren dependent, not only for support,
but for protection, on the colored
people. The latter knew that their
liberty was involved in the struggle,
and that the success of the
Federal armies was freedom for
them, while success to their
own meant slavery to them ; yet it
may be stated as a general, indeed,
as an almost uniform fact, that they
were kind, faithful and true to the
unprotected wives and children of
Southern soldiers left almost wholly
at their mercy, and that they labored,
as iormeriy, to supply them with
food and wi h clothing. This his-

toric truth has secured to the colored
race of the South the lasting grati-
tude of the Southern white people.

The freedom of the colored race
was the result of a contest between
the two sections on questions of con
stitutional law and States rights,
neither originating in nor embittered
by any sanguinary uprising or cruel
acts on the part of the emanipated
people.

bile the latter are indebted to
the government of the United States
for the precious boon of freedom
and the full rights of citizenship
under wise and impartial laws, the
white people of the South owe to
the constitution and principles of
that government, as framed by their
fathers, a boon no less benificent
and stiil more striking in the history
of mankind. It is this:

At the close of the war the white
people of the South were, in a miii
tary point of view, as prostrate be
fore the North as the Saxons of
England were in the year 10G6 be-
fore the Normans under William the
Conquereor. Engendered by the
war, there existed between the two
sections tha bitter animosiiies always
following such a contest, and there
were not wanting those who sought
to enilame and perpetuate these ani-
mosities for i heir own purposes.

But, notwithstanding all this, the
Southern people were, in ten short
years, restored to their full rights
under the laws and Constitution of
the Union, and placed on the same
plane of civil rights as our Northern
brothers, participating equally in the
control and direction of the National
Government by their own chosen
representatives, and in the full posses-
sion their own local State govern-
ments.

This we owe to the healing, vigor-
ous and invigorating principles of
Kepublican liberty created, planted,
crystalized into Constitutional law by
our fathers a hundred years ago.
Tuey saved us when we could not
save ourselves. After armies of brave
soldiers had failed by the most bril-
liant courage and devotion to achieve
Southern independence, had ceased
to battle, and had melted away, those
indestructible principles of Constitu-
tional law came to our rescue, and
restored us to our former rights as
equals of the Northern people in the
nation. This wonderful result could
not have occurred in any other coun-
try, or under any other form of gov-
ernment.

The entire poople of the South owe
to that Censtitution and its principles
more than any other people. They
should cling to the Union as the true
and only ark of safety.

At the last session of the Arkans
sas legislature, a committee of sen
a'.ors was appointed to investigate
the books of a late State treasurer.
Startling developments have been
made in the shape of accounts paid
by the clerks of the precediug leg-

islature. The accounts consist of
overpaid newspaper bills, several
thousand dollars advance on postage
bills, and tne payment 01 copying
journals for the printer, which were
never printed. The legislature was
Democratic, the clerks Democratic
and the treasurer a Democrat.

The Assessment Laws,
Nashville Banner: James N. Nolan

comptroller of the State of Tennessee, Lai
issued the following circular, addressed to
county court clerks and assessors, under
date of Nashville, May 23 :

" lour attention is cauea to an omission
in lhe abstract of the assessment law, print-
ed on the back of the property schedules.
Section 31, sub-secti- 5, should close :
' Provided, that no taxpayer shall be re-
quired, in estimating his personal property,
lo include notes which are the purchase
money for land sold by him and still assess
ed to him.

"Attention is also called to section 7, sub
section 2 : Iteturn must be made as the
law requires, but all tax upon merchandise
must be collected by the county clerk.' "

In the compilation of the above, the fol
lowing important omissions are noticeable,
to-w- it : Section 31, sub-secti- on 5, should
close : Provided, that no taxpayer shall be
required in estimating his personal property
to include notes which are the purchase-mone- y

for land sold by him and still assess-
ed to him. Also sectiou 7, sub-secti- 2.
should read : Return must be made as the
law requires, but all tax uion merchandise
must be collected by the county clerk. The
abstract also fails to state, that property
schedules must be sworn to before the
assessor.
