REPRESENTATION IN THE LEGISLA-
TURE.

The question of representation in
the legislature is one on which much
may be said on both sides. On the
score of economy, it is certainly bet-

ter to have only one hundred mem-

bers than one hundred and thirty
two. but under the increase many
counties will have representatives
which otherwise would not ; and it
appears to u desirable that as many
of the counties should have direct
representation as possible. Under

the constitution as it now stands we

know it cannot be had, but when
representatives are to bo increased
in numbers, it would be wtll to give
each county one representative.
Under the system of joint ' repre-

sentation, it sometimes happens
that the same member represents
a constituency with conflicting lo- -

cal interests, In this way the small
er counties do not have that equal
showing in the popular branch of the
Legislature with the largtr ones.

It appears to us that this is a

question worthy of consideration,
and if in the future " a constitutional
convention is lo be held it is one

that should be acted upon by such a
body. The senate is large enough.
Let it remain as it is, with only
twenty-fi- ve members. But in the
popular branch, let the number be
fixed so that each county may have
one representative. Then eac--

county will have a representative to
look to its own local interests without
embarrassment from any source.

We see . no harm to result
from such a policy, and
we can see much good to arise from
it. As before mentioned, we recog-

nize the fact that under our present
constitution this policy is impracti-

cable, and what we have said has not
been said for the purpose of influenc-

ing the present Legislature. But
these hints are thrown out from what
we conceive to be a sense of justice,
to the smaller counties. The more
we think of it the stronger are our
convictions that the policy is a just
one, and while it would make con-

siderable addition? to the number of

members in the popular branch of

our Legislature, it would be economy
in the end, and a large number of the
taxpayers of the State would give it
their approval.

We have received a note from
Doorkeeper Brownlow in which he
says :

You are in error in attributing my
election solely to the efforts of Major
Pettibone, as I am also much in-

debted to the energy and zeal of
Judge Houk and the Hon. W. K.
Moore of our State. You are also
mietaken in savins; that I am in a
position to take care of my friends.
The patronage fit my disposal will
be administered as a public trust
and equitably distributed among the
different States in proportion to
representatives in CoDgress. The
share of Tennessee was necessarily
small and already exhausted. Please
correct.

The correction is made, and to do
Judge Houk full justice we will add
the following from his own paper on
the subject :

But there :i no disguising the
fact a fact notorious at "Washing-
ton that Judge Houk was the mov-

ing spirit in this successful effort to
secure this recognition of Southern
Republicans. His leadership in this
matter as to the other Tennessee
Republican members, was partly due
to his seniority as a member and
partly due to the fact that prominence
is always according to genius, ability
and energy in any undertaking.

t In order to do justice further we
may add that the Judge's "genius'
ability and energy" secured the ap-

pointment of his private secretary,
recently from the Stat of Alabama,
as assistant doorkeeper, with a salary
of 2,000 a year. Tennessee's shars
is "already exhausted."

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Hon. Emory Speer, the brilliant
young Congressman from Georgia,
has had an independent leaning for
several years. "While he has gener-
ally voted and acted with the Demo-

cratic party, he has been too inde-

pendent to find favor with strictly
party men. The Democratic leaders
in Georgia would have defeated him
if they could, but he is very popular
with his constituents, and has defied
them to do their worst. In 1878 he
defeated the regular nominee by a
small majority, but ... in 1880
he buried him under a majority of
4,000 votes. It is not strange, after
Kueh encouragement as this, that he
now says, "I shall never go into a

Democratic caucus again." Having
been charged with being recreant to
his party, he says the charge will not
be made again ior he does not pro-

pose to bs bound by "party fealty."
Mr. Speer says there are many

"others in Georgia who think as he
does. The tiiae is evidently at hand
when the faithful, the elect, who have
had things their own way so long in
that State, will encounter a political
tstorm. A storm is a good thing
sometimes.

LAWYERS AND THEIR PRIVILEGES.

The time was when lawyers felt
themselves licensed to go outside of
the record and abuse witnesses and
suitors on the opposite side without
stint. Indeed this was considered
as one of the accomplishments of the
legal profession. He who bad the
most abusive tongue was a star in
his profession and his services were
generally in demand and were re-

warded with fat fees. But latterly
this system of practice has becom
less common, and lawyers are some
what circumspect in bestowing abuse
upon witnesses who swear against
their clients or upon the principaf
on the other side who has rights to
be respected.

But the practice has not died out
yet. The case of Mr. John J. Ver-

trees, who shot Senator Smith
last week is oue in point. He went
outside of the record, without a par-

ticle of legal testimony to charge
bribery against three Senators in the
Tennessee Legislature and mentioned
their names. Before evidence had
been offered to prove the truth of

what he said, or before any attempt
had been made to make such proof,
he assumed the guilt of the parties
mentioned, and in their absence made
the bold charge that they were guilty
of bribery and corruption.

They were justifiable in repelling
the charge, and in characterizing its
author, who had made it, when they
were not present, and in such a
manner that they could not ans
swer, in strong ttrms as they
did. And who will deny that Senator
Smith, when he mentioned the name
of Vertrees as the author, exceeded
the bounds of propriety ? .Instead of
going deliberately to work to prove
the truth of his statements, when
the opportunity had just been pres
senttd by the appointment of a
senatorial investigating committee,
he armed himself with a pistol, and,
surrounded by hi3 friends, some of
whom were also armed, he attacked
Smith under circumstances which
justify a belief that a conspiracy had
been entered into to take Smith's
life. After he had made an unjosti
liable attack as a lawyer, had been
answered as any man of spirit would
have replied, he , proiosed
to end the controversy , by
taking the life of his assailant
for doing what he had provoked him
to do. - Y
