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TAXING THE POOR,

Some of our Democratic, anti~tariff
exchanges are repeating the stale
tom foolery with which they amused
their readers years ago. In glowing
terms, that would be touchingly
pathetic if not 8o abusurdly ridiculous,
they tell of the oppression of the
poor by our tariff system. A formid
able array of taxed articles is present
ed, articles which they say enter into
every dsy consumption, but it takes
an exceedingly eredulons man not to
know that these articles are manu-
fuctured at home, and consequently
not taxed at all. In portraying this
terrible oppression of the poor man
the Memphis Appeal says:

Should the man of moderate means
feel able to keep a horse and carriage,
he must shoe his horse with 40 per
cent. taxed shoes, driven on with a

54 per cent. taxed hammer, and har
nessed with a 85 per cent, taxed har-

ness, trimmed with 30 cents per |

pound taxed nickel plate. Then he
must ride in a 35 per cént. taxed car
riage, ironed with taxed iron, glued
with 20 per cent. taxed glue, and put
together with 8 cents per pound
texed screws. His home, whether he
owns it or not, must be carpeted
with a 40 per cent. taxed carpet, and
his table must be set with 40 per
cent. tixed plates, 35 per cent. knives
and forks; his victuals sweetened
with 70 per cent. taxed sugar ; salted
with 100 per cent. taxed salt; pep-
pered with 298 per cent. taxed peper.
spiced with 308 per cent. taxed spice ;
his rice puddings with 25 per cent.

| our government to create a privil-
eged class by providmg for a life
tenure in office, and the people do
not desire that.

5. A®a stimulus to the exercise of
marked capacity, fidelity, and zeal in
the service, the pay of 10 per cen'. of
the clerks of each burean to be in-
creased 5 per cent. upon the proper
certificates at the commencement of
each fiscal year.

7. Promotions to be upon merit,
ascertained by examination and cer-
tified to by the head of the bureau.

8. Causes for removal to be dis-
honesty, incapacity, neglect of duty,
insubordination, intemperance, im-
morality, or inability.

9. Persons without fault to receive
an honorable discharge.

10. Subordinate officers, clerks and
| employes, retired without fault, af
| a service of four years, to receive re-
| tiring pay, equal to one month’s pay
| for each year and pro rata for each
fraction of a year's service.

CIVIL SERVICE.

The very successful management
of the Internal Revenue Bureau for
many years past by Hon. Green B.
Raum, makes his views on the sub-
jeet of civil service reform of great
value. So efliciently has this imports
ant branch of the civil service been
administered, that throughout Gen.
Raum's administration, though the
collections have amounted to huns
dreds of millions, the losses to the
government have been infinitesimally
small, and for the last fiscal year
there were no lomsea at all. This
settles the question as to the honesty
and capacity of the internal reyenue
force throughout the country. Thers
are in the service 126 collectors, 135
deputy eollectors, 191 elerks mes-
sengers and janitors, 706 guagers
und 1,118 storekeepers. For the last
fiscal year, the collections amounted
to ¥135,220,312.30, all of which
was pa'd info the Treasury withou
the loss of a dollar.
