thought of cold sleeping rooms, we can
not know. But we think that healthy
sleeping rooms are those into which the
sun can shine dnriusr several hours of
the day, and from which vitiated airs
can full pass and pure air come in. We
contend that cold' bleeping rooms are
more , lieaithY than warm ones lor all
persons who possess the normal amount
cf health and power of resistance :

warmth always increases the amount of
exhalations from the lungs and emana-
tions from the body. These two sources
of vitiated air are always generating
carbon gases at once unpleasant to the
sen3e of men and daleterious to the
healthy, if its per cent, is much larger
than that which pure and normal-- air
contain. And then hot air, aud even
warm, renders tho mucous membrane of
the respiratory organs tender and sus-
ceptible to the iuthicnces of "all the
winds that blow." During the hours of
day wes need only a certain aniuuut of
outer . warmth, depending upon the
amount of heat we generate by con-

suming nutiio'ous aud easily digested
food, and by inhaling a proper sup-
ply of pure" air. To all intents and
purposes air is food. The very act
of mastication mingles air with all we
eat. It aids the process of digestion
and all other processes in the animal
economy. The colder air iray be the
more oxygen it contains and the more
vitality it imparts. A multitude of per-
sons awake in morning hours without
having had refreshing sleep, simply be-

cause they are compelled to breathe
warm and vitiated air. Opening the
windows and freely admitting the morn-
ing air, however cold it may bo, removes
the weariness induced by inhaling warm
and vitiated air.

Either extremes of heat or cold, when
we are asleep, may be harmful, but cold
is much lees apt to harm our health than
warmth. Cold air is usually more pure
and invigorating than warm. In warm
seasons we feel eak and weary, and are
right glad to feel waves of cold air com-

ing. We, ourselves, always sleep "with
the fresh, outer air hastening into our
dormitory all night long. Cold air,
or niglit air, when we are awake or
fast asleep, invigorates our frame and
imparts strength of mind and activity
of body. It increases our appetite
and strengthens our digestive forces.
Every one who wishes to improve in
health should secure a large supply of
cold air dunne his hours of sleep.

We do not take cold from exposure to
freezing air, if that air be dry, but we do
contract a cold by exposure to damp and
chilly air. Our experience is, that
Bleenincr in warm and ' unventilated
rooms is uncomfortable and unhealthy,
Any one may know that the exhalations
from the lungs emanations from the
body are never so copious as when we
are in warm rooms. The cry against
cold sleeping rooms should be expended
npon damp and chilly ones. Dry and
cold air is always healthy. We send
persons far gone in consumption to Min

SENATE.
At two o'clock the Senate tempo'

rarily laid aside the regular order,
the Mississippi improvement bill,
and Senator McDill addressed the
Senate upon the regulation of the
interstate commerce bill, introduced
by him creating a board of railway
commissioners, being informally
taken up.

Upon the conclusion of his re'
marks, the bill was referred.

A message was received from the
President relative to a convention to
define the boundary line between the
United States and Mexico. R9
ferred.

The House bill appropriating
465,000 to supply the deficiency

for printing for the current year was
called up and passed.

The Chair then announced the
Mississippi River improvement bill
as the order of business, and after a
statement by Senator Miller, of Cal-
ifornia, that he would defer pressing
the consideration of the Chinese bill
until after the pending order was
disposed of, Senator George pro-
ceeded to advocate the bill as pro-
posed to be amended by increasing
the appropriation to $15,000,000 and
applying the money in the discretion
of the river commission to the re-

building of levees.
Senator Coke, from the committee

on commerce, reported favorably,
with amendments, the bill for the
construction of a street railroad and
wagon road bridge over the Rio
Grande River. Adjourned.

HOUSE.
Washington, D. D., April 20.

On motion of Mr. Blackburn, of
Kentucky, the Senate bill passed,
appropriating $100,000 for the erec-
tion of a public building at. Frank-
fort, Ky.

Mr. Calkins, of Indiana, chairman
of the committee on elections, called
up the contested election case of
Lynch vs. Chalmers, from the sixth
district of Mississippi.

Mr. Carlisle, of Kentucky, called
attention to the fact that Mr. Ather
ton, of Ohio, who represented the
minority on the elections committee,
was absent on account of sickness,
and he hardly thought it fair to eall
up the case in the absence of the
gentleman.

Mr. Calkins replied that he had
this morning . received a telegram
from Mr. Atherton, stating that he
would endeavor to be back Monday.
In the meantime he' (Mr. Calkins)
thought that the discussion might
run on two days, and that no vote
would be taken tilr Mr. Atherton's
return.

Finally the House deferred action
on the Lynch and Chalmers contest
ed election case of Mississippi, until
Mr. Atnerton, of Ohio, who repre-
sented the minority, returns.

The House went into committee

Goldsbobo, N. C, April 20. A

mortgage was recorded here to-da- y

for 10,000,000, on the Midland
North Carolina Railroad, W. J. Best,
as President of the road, mortgaging
to the American Loan and Trust
Company of BostoD, in trust for all
holders of its bonds all its franchise
rights, choses in action and all rail
ways, road bed, rights of way, and
the entire equipage, with dock
wharves, buildings and lands, and all
other property. The mortgage bears
date of September 1st, 1881 and was
acknowledged at Boston on the 19 :h
day of April, on which date it was
also accepted by the Loan and Trust
Compaoy. The Midland Railway
last year leased the Atlantic and
North Carolina Railway and proposes
to extend its lines to Saliebury.
