"Wash itgton, October 21. Capt, J.
B. Post, of the United (States eogi-ne- er

corps, baa Heeu relieved from
duty under Lieuteniiit-.Colon- ei Gil
more and ordered to relieve Capt. A.
M. Miller, in charge of the Missis-
sippi lliver improvement. Captain
Pout will take the station at Alex-

andria, La. First Lieutenants J. N.
Bailey and J. N. Lynions have been
ordered to report to Lieutenant --

Colonel Giiiuore, at Charlebton, S. C.
The annual report of the cominis

sioner of Indian affairs for the year
ended June 30th, 188'2, was given to
the press tod;iy. Commissioner
Price bays the preparations and re-

sults of last year at the different
agencies compare favorably with any
preceding year. Land has been
opened to cultivation, houses for In
dian residences have been built,
schools opened and in various ways
the cause of civilization generally
advanced. The co operation of re-

ligious societies is regarded by the
commissioner as important in the
education and civilization of the In-

dians. He points to the benefits
derived from the work of religious
societies during the past few years,
but urges a more liberal approprias
lion for educational purposes. The
importance of surveying the
reservation land is urged,
the commissioner asserting
the lack of definite boundaries is a
fruitful source of strife between the
Indians and their white neighbors.

The Indian population at 60 agen
cies, June 30th, 1S82, was tsti- -

mated at 24G,S32. Adding to this
number the Indians not under the
control of agents, the total number
of Indians now in the United States
is estimated at 262,366.

The commissioner comments se-

verely upon the iniquity ot the liquor
tiallio which prevails among
the Indians. He recommends
greater stringency generally in the
Uws ol the subject, and particularly
urges the repeal of the statutes al-

lowing the army officers to introduce
liquor into the Indian country. Leg
i.siatiou is suggested to prevent ion

upon Indian Ihiiuh, sncb as
the attempts oi Payne's Oklahoma
colony. Ltgisiauun is .dso tequireci
iir the belter protection of the
Indian timbr 1 tmis, and the atten-
tion of Coiigit: s is calU d to the im
ptit'ect M'ti'iii of lavs governing
the Ii dui upon their reservations,
respecting tho Indian sch; olo.

The condition ot the men when
lauded on the ice, was good, with
the exception of Chipp, who was dis-
abled and prostrated by what was
supposed to be tin poisoning.

During the week 15 cases of yellow fever
aud 2 deaths have been reported from
Urownsville, making a total during thf
prevalence of the epidemic of 1.951 cases,
and 111 deaths. From Pensacola, Fia.,
official reports, by mail, have been received
as follows: Dates. October 12th, 33 cases 6
deaths; October 13th, 46 cases 5 deaths;
October 14th, 58 cases 2 deaths; October
15th, 4 cases 2 deaths; October 16th, 7 cases
3 deaths; October 17th, 5 cases 3 deaths;
October 18th, 5n cases 3 deaths. Total
cases, 377; deaths, 24. Previou-l- y reported,
1,3S7 deaths, aud 125 cases.

Bbownsville, Texas, October 23.
Doctor liudolph Matthias has
gone to the relief of the sick, at Mier. The
yellow fever is yet very prevalent there, and
the physicians are all down. The weather
is pleasant.
