HubbelFs Confession.

location and for the erection thereon ot a suit-
able Peniteutiary for the State, and also for the
purchase of the grounds and buildings in the
city of Nashville at present used for the Peni-
tentiary. All proposals must be written or
printed, and must be accompanied by a plan
and speclncatioas showing accurately the ma-
terials to tie used and work to be done. It Is ex-
pected by the Commissioners that all plans and
specifications will be made with reference to
the modem sanitary and oiher Improvements in
the construction of prisons. It Is suggested
that the proposals may, at the option of the
parties proposing, embrace the leasing or use ot
the convicts In tne Penitentiary after the 1st day
of August, 1883, when the present lease expires.
Parties making proposals will be expected to
furnish plans and specifications at th lr own
cost. The Commissioners are not authorized to
enter into contracts, but bave the authority to
make recommendations to the General Assem-
bly.
