SENATE,

Wasamvevos, December 11.—The
President laid before the Senate a
letter from the Secretary of War
relating to the United States prop«
erty known as the hospital and
grounds at Wilmington, N. C. Re-
ferred to the committee on military
affairs.

Senators Chileotte, Vest, Van

Wyck, Ingalls, Harrison, Sherman
and Sewell presented petitions in fa-
vor of an incease of pensions to
one-armed and one-legged soldiers.
Referred to the commitiee on pen—
gions,
« Senator Morgan, from the public
lands committee, reported favorably,
withont amendment, a bill to exclude
public lands in Alabama from the
operations of laws relating to min~
eral lands.

Senator Hawley, from the commit-
tee on civil service reform, reported,
with amendments, the bill intro~
duced by Senator Hoar, on Satur
day, to prevent officers and em-
ployees of the government from col
lecting subscriptions or assessments
from each other, and for other pur-
poses, and gave notice that when
Senator Pendleton’s civil service bill
should come up for consideration he
would offer this as an additional
section.

One of the commitiee amendments
makes a crime and prescribes there~
for the penalty for any person to
enter a publie building for the pur-
pose of levying contributions or
assessments from clerks or other
employes.

At the close of the morning hour
the Senate took up unfinished—the
bankruptey bill —the quastion being
on Senator Brown's moticn made

Su:turday to postpone the subject
indefinitel y.

The Senate refused, by a vote of
34 to 26, to postpone indsfinitely,
and, by a vote of 34 yeas to 30 nays,
adopted the Lowell bill, introduced |
by Senotor Hoar, as a Sllll—-'lLubb tur
the one introduced by Ssnator In-
galls, from the committee on judici-
ary.

On motion of Senator Sherman
the bankruptey bill (the Lowell biil)
was sent to the committee on ju
diciary for revision.

Denator Pendleton moved to take
up hus civil service bill.

Senators Voorhees and Brown op~
posed the motion. The latter pro~
posed to wait until after the next
Presidential election, to see whether
we could not have a better civil sers
vice bill enacted by a Demoeratic
Congress and a Democratic Presi-
dent, with a fair division of offices.

The motion to take up Senator Pens
dleton’s bill was carried—yeas 44,
nays 16. At Senator Sewell's re-
quest Senator Pendleton agreed to
have the bill laid aside informally,
that the Senate might take up the
Fitz John Porter Bill.

Senator Logan objected, and in-
sisted that the civil service bill
should be the first disposed of.

Senator Sewsll asked hiln to cons

Senator Logan declined.

So the Pendleton’s bill remained
before the Senate, but was tempo
rarily laid aside to take up the bill
to relieve an Arkansas railroad.
This bill was indefinitely poatponed.

Procedure in Oong'reas.

Wasarsaros, December 11.—Tos
morrow's session of the House of
Representatives, after the usual call
of States for bills, will be devoted to
the bnsiness of the Distriet of Co~
lumbia.

of the appropriation bills.

The Senate in the morning hour
will have the political assessment
resolution, a8 unfinished business,
but there is no prospect of any action
upon it as early as one o'clock when
the bankruptey bill came up as reg-
ular order.
