FINANCIAL.

Knoxville Quotations of Money and Stocks.

Offiok Knoxville Cukoniclk, )

Thursday, Juno 7, 1870. J

Tho abundance of money in New York may
bo expected to give a buoyant character to tho
"Wall street market generally, and especially
should it provi', as wo aro led to expect,
that Congress will refrain from any legislation
calculated to effect materially tiio condition of
the finances. It appears to be now generally
concluded among members of Congress, that
funding could be advantageously postponed un-

til a later session, when the public credit may'
be further improved, as aresultof a roduction
of taxation, and tho public expenditures and tho
National debt had been further reduced. Tho
remarkable opprcciation of Government securi-
ties during tho last fifteen months, has induced
a feeling that, when an effort is made to fund tho
debt, the rate should be 4 per cent.; and as it
would not bo possiblo to market, at present, se-

curities bearing that interest, it is deemed pru-

dent to wait until such bonds can bo negotiated.
In view of this prospect, thcro is a gradual ten-
dency in New York bonds to advance to par in
gold, upon the assumption that whenever it may
beoomo practicable to market a new bond of tho
character indicated, tho now outstanding
will be called in and redeemed in gold. So long
as remain below par in gold, there is a
clear prospect pf a profit to holders upon tho
principnl when reduced a fact which is not
only calculated to make investors retain their
bonds, but which also holds out a strong induce-
ment to buy them as a &hort investment. At
present, these considerations are prevented from
having their full forco upon tho market, from
tho fact that Congress has not yet acted conclu-
sively upon financial questions, and becauso ef-

forts, apparently speculative, nro just now being
mndo to introduce in Congress new schemes for
funding and tho resumption of specio payments.
It appeals to bo tho disposition of members of
Congress to discountcnanco all prcmaturo finan-
cial measures, "Wo do not hesitato to warn our
friends against being unduly influenced by new
proposals of this character.

Thcro is no probability of any important com-
mercial demand for money until tho period for
moving tho crops. Tho forwarding of the wool
crop has now ceased to produco any perccptiblo
effect upon tho New York money market j and
con-idcri- the present exceptionally lo,w prices
for that staple, it is not improbable that tliO

growers may hold it back for hfgher prlcos.
There would seem, therefore, to be no reason
for oxpcctiug any change from tho present ex-

treme ease in money for tho noxt two months--,

and that this is tho opinion'of tho market, may
bo inferred from the fact that money can bo
borrowed upon stock collaterals, for sixty days,
for 5 per cent.

Tho gold premium lacks any decided tenden-
cy. There is a very general feeling that, with
a steady strengthening in the rates of exchange,
and tho approach of the season when wo usually
ship the larger portion of our annual exports of
specie, the pneo of gold should advanco; und
yet this opinion is 'held With soino misgivings.
In tho first place; it is counteracted by tho fact
that, so fur this year, wo havo shipped compara-
tively little spcxic, tho total oxports from this,
port, from January 1st to May 7th, being qnly
$8,700,000, against $10,000,000 in 1809, and $2-- - --

800,000 iii'l8U8i and In tlio-nox- t place, while the
current mid !a'' imports huve not been opecinl- -

ly heavy, wo havo on hand n much larger sur-
plus of cotton for export than nt this porlod of
lato years. Again, tho expectation of Increased
snlcs of gold by tho Treasury this morh, and
tho probability that after tho close of legislation

t.n0 fininoos, Europo may renew its former
acirt o uemanu tor our socuritfos, haVo very nat-
urally it tendency to discourngo purchasos for
anyiuing ocyonci n tompornry rise.
