Helnnitli Charles Ilernard, Union Von

Moltke, chief of staff of the Prussian force- -,

and the man upon whom devolves the con-
duct of tlie war in behalf of Prussia, was
born at Gnewitz, in Mecklenburg, on the
iOth day of October. 1800. and is. therefore.
at the present time, about seventy years of
age. no (iistinguisucu iiimscii lor great
capacity at an early age, and in later years
assisted several foreign governments by his
knowledge of strategy and engineering. In
the late Bchleswig-Holstci- n war ho played
n great part against Denmark, in whoso
service lie had once been, and, as chief of
stall, .was joined with Prince Frederick
Charles, who was called to tho command
of the allied troops. In this position lie
displayed great ability, and so remarkable
were his powers that ho was called to or-
ganize tho war which, in tho following
year, 1800, took place between Prussia anil
Auslrla. The plans laid down by him
were carried out so far as circumstances
would admit to the letter. Engaged in
the service of Prussia, he devoted all his
energies to its auvanccment, and to him
not less than to Pismarck was due the suc-de- ss

of the war.
Tho battle of Sadowa came The Aus-

trian had been beaten, and Prussia had
become the great power of Germany. Gun.
Von Moltke was on the Held near the per-
son of the King during the light, and un-
der his direction the army advanced
towards Vienna. On the twenty-secon- d

day of July General Moltke arranged a
truce of live days, during which an armis-
tice was concluded, accompanied by ar-
rangement which assured the triumph of
Prussia. Then he he received from King
William the decoration of the Order of the
Black Kagle, an honor not less dear to a
Prussian than the cross of the Legion of
Honor to a Frenchman. Since that time,
and until the breaking out of the present
war between France and Prussia, General
Von Moltke has been engaged in the study
of his vocation, and enjoying the deserved
rewards of eminent ability.

At llrst ho was unknown, and nobody had
any idea that the conduct of tho war would
eventually come into his hands, but at
last it did so. Ho had tlie control of the
troops throughout tlie war, backed, of
course, by Von Moltake.
