Tho document gives tho following cxposo
of tho negotiations between Franco anil
Prussia.

Before tho Danish Avar, pays Count Bis-
marck, tho French legation at Berlin urged
an allianco between Franco and Prussia
for the purpose of mutual aggrandizement.
France, anticipating war with Austria as a
consequence of the Danish war, nnulo
overtures relative to tho restoration of the
Luxembourg frontier of 1814,thc acquisition
of Saatburg and Landon, while tho broader
settlement of tho boundary question, on tho
basis of language, was not to bo excluded.
These- Instances In May, 1800, took tho
form of a proposition for an alliance, offen-
sive and defensive, the manuscript original
of which is in tho foreign oftlco here. These
propositions aro as follows : jfife If

First. Should a congress of tho nowcre
assemble, Italy to have Vcnetla anifrPrtm1
sia the Dutchies. .r ?k:

Should no congress meet, Prus
sia to attack Austria within thirty days al-
ter the signature of the nresent treatv.

Fifth. Napoleon Xthifbegin libstilities
against Austria as soon as Prussia, dps- -

patching buu.uuo mciuiuring tne lust month
across tne iihinc.

Sixth. No separate treaty .Shall bo made
by either of the powcrS with Austria, when
the joint treaty is made.

The following aro the conditions : bo
First. VeuetiiVito.go lop taly. -
Feeoiui. Prussia to select uerninn terri

tory at will for annexation, the number of
Inhabitants not to exceed 8,000,000 souls.
The- - territory thus acquired to become part
oi tne Kingdom oi l'russia, without iciierai
rlirhts.

Third. France to have a liberal share of
the Rhine provinces.

Fourth. A' military and maritime alii
ance to be made between France, by which
Italy may be a party should she so desire
This programme, the circular states, was of
rejected in June, 18G0, in spite of tho threat
ening urgency of France.

Proposals were incessantly renewed, with
moditleations, Belgium and
South Germany, but were never seriously
entertained by Prussia. For the Hake of
peace, however, itwas thought best to leave
Napoleon to Ills' delusions. No word im
plying approval was returned. Tllno was
counted on to revolutionize France and ex
tinguish the scheme. Hence the long de- -

lav and silence.

These last propositions wero formulated by
Count Bcnedettl himself, and It is most
probable that ho wrote them without t'io
authority of the Emperor, as. they tiro, tho
samo wnieu-wer- mane lour yearn ago, up
der the threat of war as the alternative o
their refusal.
