"When ho first went
nnon it. ho found it orottv well run down.
It is now well covered with clover and other
grasses. Ho visited different portions of hv
Blount county and was strucK with tno
abundanco of rich, productive soil, and tno
beautiful clear streams of water, affording
such ample water-pow- er lor driving
machinery of every kind.
Ho crossed tho Tennessee Itlver into what
is known as Kellar's Bend, and thero
some bottom lands equal to any soil in tho
whole Southern country. Ho came up the
Kingston turnpike and passed to Caswell's
Station, traveling over tho ltutledgo pike,
and seems to have been much pleased with
tho country all along these roads. After
wards ho crossed tho river at this place
and went down tho Maryvillo road, cross-
ing Little Itiver at Kirby's Mills, thence
to Maryvillo, all this country striking
him in tho same way. Ho was favorably
impressed with tho lino collego buildings
and tho schools of Maryville. Ho visited
tho head waters of Littlo lliver and was
impressed with tho lino water power there
allowed, as won as wuu mo nno inrmiug by
lands of Miller's and Tukaleecheo Coves.
Ho went into tho mountains up thero and
brought away with him some specimens
of minerals, which bethinks may be heard
from again.
