The Legal Tender Decision.
We extract from tho opinion of Justice

Strong tho substance of the opinion on tho
power oi uongreRS to legalize treasury
notes, winch is as follows :

The trnmt to Congress of tho power to
coin money cannot bo regarded as contain
ing an implied pronibition against tlio is--
buo of legal tender notes, and if it raises
any implications thoy uro of complete pow
er over currency rather than restraining
tno objection that tno legal tender act im
pairs tho obligations of contracts. It can
not be accepted, for it is not an obligation
of a debt or to pay gold or silver as to con-
tracts, but to "may money generally,
not contracw- - topay sneclfically defined
money or Kinu or money recognized by
law at tho tlmo tho contract was made.
Nor Is ithls duty to pay money of equal
Intrinsic valuo in tho market. To expec
