AN IMFORTANT LAW PROPOSED

There are some important bills before
the General Assembly relative to our
courts. A vonvention of Cireuit Court
Judges is in session wt Nashville and be-
ing vonsalted im reference to these pro-
posed laws. One of these s of public in-
terest,  Its main features may be summed
up as follows: Inall cases before courts
of common law jurisdietion a jury shall
be dispensed with in the trial of causes,
unless the plaintifl or defendant demaud
it. If a jury is desired by either party it
must bedemanded in the pleadings. In
appeal cuses from Justices Court, the de-
mand for a jury must be made on or before
the third day of the first term of the court
to which it fs appealed. When a jury s
demanded, before the jury is sworn, the
party or demanding it, must pay
ten dollars tu“dmy expenses of the jurf'.
unless they take the usual lul\(l’jl‘l' outh,
In all cuses the Court may order a jury
without a jury fee.

The Judges recomumend the above and
usk it to become a law.
