From the Lanting (Mich.,) Democrat.

We do not beii ve in dreams and
saperstitions, as a general thing, but
vnce-in a while one is compelled 10 be-
lieve even against his own will. Tlere
lately died of- malignant fever 1n Sagi-
Daw, a young man aged about twenty-
two years, whuse jarents bave for a
long time resided in this city They are
aged people, given w vdd whims and
notious, and it will' vo doubt be jast us
well to suppress their uames. Tougether
with a truuk, bouks, papers, clothing
aod money which arrived bere from
Saginaw last Satarday night, came an
ol | fashione |, Koglish watch, eowmon-
ly known as a “kull’s eye,” aud it is.of
this that we have a strange tale to re-
late, The tiwe-piece was rakeu of a
widdow woman iu exchange for a coin'in
1857, while all the parties were liviug
in Sylvanm, Obio. William, the eldest
son of four buys, shorily atter went to
New Orleans, carrying the watch with
him, and was stabbed in a saloon the
next week aft-r his arrival. A telegram
was sent to Sylvania, and the father
went down and brought tack the body.
I'e next sun Heury. in 1859, -wss kill-
ed by the fulling of a yard oo the
schoo.cr Atlauta, whise at - Sandusky,
and the Coroner there forwarded the
effects of the deceased to his pareats—
among them being the watch. The third
son, James, enli<ted in the first compa-
ny that left here, and teuted with the
‘writer of this for t"e first three mcnths
after reachiug Virginia He had the
watch unul his death, which occurred
at Fair Qaks, in -Tune ’62, and the
watch was furwarded to his parents here
by Capt Jeffers, ot Co. G. The fourth
sun, Albert, went to Saginaw last wio-
ter, exrrylug the watch arainst the ad-
vice of his parents, and his death and
retarn of the watch are :esvnled at the
beginning of this article. Whether a

fatality will ever attend all who carsy——

the ancieat timepiece is beyoua-the
reach of human ken ; but the most sk p-
ticai can but ad »it that the death of
four brothers lu ~uccession, so tir apart
and so widely different, and each carry-
ing the wateh at the time of his d.ath,
is a singular fuct to say the least.

A HORARIBLE STORY.

Since the time when the Ancient
Mariner told the terrible tale of the
curse laden -hip w.th her or:w . f ghast-
Iy corpses, no wore thnling story of
he sea bhas becn related than that of
the whale ship Dwna, that recently
Irifted into one of the St etlund 1slands.

A year ago <he left the Shetlands on
a whaling vuyare to the Arctic revigus,
having oo buard fiity men.  From that*
time nothing wa: heard of her The
triends of those on buard became alarm-
ed. Monocy was raised and premiums
offered for the first vessel that would
briog tidings of the wmissing ship, but
all to no avail. Hope was almost aban-
doned.

Qo the 2d of April, tke peop'e near
Rooa’s Voe, 1n one of the Shetland
Lales, were startled at seeing a ghastly
wreck of a ship sailing into the harbor.
Battered and ice-crushed, sails and cor-
dage cut away, boats and spars cut up
tur fuel in the terrible Arcuie winter,
her decks covered with dead and dying,
the long lust ‘Diana eailed in like a ship
from Deadman’s Laxd. Fifty men sail-
ed vut of Lerwick in her, on a bright
May morning last year All of the filty
came back on her ou the 2d of April,
this year; the samc, yet how different!

Ten men, of whom the captain was
one, lay stiffened corpees on the deck;
thirty-ive ly helplesely. sick, and some
dyioy; two retained sufficient strength
to cruwled feebly upon the deck. The
ship was boarded by the islanders, and
a8-they climbed over the bulwarks, the
man at the wheel fainted from excite-
meunt; one of the sick died as he lay,
his death being announced by the fellow
occupant of bis berth feebly moaning,
“Tuke away this dead man.”” On the
bridge of the vessel lay the body of the
captain, as it had lsin for four wonths,
with nine-of his dead rhipmates by his
side, all decently laid out by those who
soon expected to share their fate.

The survivors could not bear to sink
the bodies of their comrades -into the
sca, but kept them sc that when the
last man died the futed ship that had
been their common home should be
their common tomb. The surgeon of
the ship worked fuithfully to the last,
blltmkr, hunger, seurvy and dysentery
were to. much for him. The brave 9ld
cptain  was the first viotim, and died
blessing his wen. Then the others fell
oue by one, until theship was venanted
only by the dead and uying. Ons night
more at sea vould have left tne Diand a
floating coffin. . Not one -of the fitty
wuuld have lived to telt the ghauly tale,
