U N I M P E A C H A B L E TEST1MOKT. 

Attention is called to an article from 
the Red Wing Republican, entitled 
"Gubernatorial Contest," published in 
another column. It is the testimony 
of a paper which 13 in lavor of paying 
the bonds, under the present proposi­
tion, and also warmly supports Gov­
ernor Marshall. In this it is consistent 
and houorable; and not like some pa­
pers which eppose the swindle but en­
dorse the bond candidate for Governor. 

A number of the Republican jour­
nals of the State which denounce the 
bond fraud have claimed that Govern­
or Marshall is opposed to it because in 
his message only the five hundred thou­
sand acres of land were distinctly re­
ferred to as a means for settling the 
claim, such as it is. In last week's is­
sue we demonstrated the foolishness of 
this assertion; and the Republican 
now states precisely where Governor 
Marshall does stand: 

We happen to know that Gov. Marshall 
gives to the present proposition for the adjust­
ment of these bonds, his unqualified and sin­
cere support. BeUin favor of the measure 
note before the people, and those who state to 
the contrary, misrepresent the position of Gov. 
Marshall. 

This is his position as given by one 
of his own friends and co-laborers. It 
harmonizes precisely with the grounds 
taken by the St. Paul Press, Governor 
Marshall's personal organ, and is just 

.what we have stated again and again 
as being the line of his policy. 

The matter is thus fairly and square­
ly put before the people. Do you want 
anti-bond principles represented in the 
person of a bond candidate? Are 
there not other men equally as able, 
equally as reliable, equally as deserving, 
and fally as good Republicans as Gov­
ernor Marshall, who at the same time 
are with the people—pledged to their 
interests—in this vital matter of State 
policy? Does not the great body of 
the Republican party want some man 
who will quicken the pulses of the peo­
ple into personal sympathy and hearty 
support because he favors tf policy which 
insures an economy of administration, 
and closes the door against corruption ? 
Or can the party afford, for a reason or 
reasons which are by no means clear or 
satisfactory to the public eye, to take 
upon itself the odium of a maasure 
which saddles the State with taxation, 
discourages immigration and blocks the' 
way to the further growth and prosper­
ity of the State? 

This is the plain issue of the whole 
natter. Those who favor the payment 
of Pour Million Dollars to men who 
give almost no equivalent for i t ; who 
are willing to patiently pay taxes from 
year to year that a few railroad con­
tractors may convert their hundreds of 
thousands of dollars in bonds into cash-; 
who would legalise a wrong—these sup­
port Governor Marshall as their candi­
date. They do so very consistently.— 
He gives the measure "his unqualified 
and sincere support." 

But it is a generally admitted fact 
that not only the great body of the Re­
publican party, but also that the ma-
jority of the people, oppose tnc swindle. 
What will these d» ? It is fair to sup­
pose that they are at least reasonably 
sensible, thinking men, with brains 
enough to comprehend the situation of 
a case so dear a* this. What will thtsy 
do? Will they nominate a man who 
is utterly and unqualifiedly opposed to 
them? We believe not. They will 
rather take one who is honestly in sym­
pathy with them—who would protect 
them from this monstrous wrong. They 
will choose some man who is willing to 
pay what the State justly owes on these 
bonds, but who will close the treasury 
against those who would rob it. 

We again quote from the Republi­
can :

Oil-
Minn, of St. Paul. • » • He, we nn 
dersund, ia strongly opposed to Ibe pres­
ent proportion, and favors the adjustment 
and settlement of the bond question upon 
terms in accordance with the report of the 
Commission, of which Gen. L. F. Hobbard 
was Chairman, submitted Ic the Legiila-
ture last winter. According to this report 
it was proposed that the bonds should be 
settled upon a basis of about 80 cents to 
the dollar. After a thorough investigation 
«t the subject this Commission came to the* 
conclusion that nil the State should be re­
quired to pa/ on these bonds was that 
amount. 

The people of the frontier have no 

Ifctbey pay their honest debts—as they 
always mean to do—it is all the world, 
their creditors or their consciences een 
ask of them in a ease sueh as this. 
Let them then seo to it that they pro­
tect their own interests. If then are 
any Counties which want to pay the 
bonds in full with accrued interest—as 
will surely be the result of the proposi­
tion to be voted on the coming fall if 
adopted—let them send Marshall dele-
gates to the State Convention Bat 
let ell those Counties which are oppos­
ed to the assumption of the great and 
greviously unjust debt, send delegates 
who will give their vote and support to 
Mr. Gilfillan. This will be the one 
and only issue in tho Convention, and 
the people should so understand and 
aet on it now. 

AN E R R O R . 

The Minneapolis Tribune, in com­
menting on the preliminary action for 
the building of a wagon bridge at this 
pi »ce, say9: 

The conference was held last week, at 
which Mr. E. B. Litchfield, of New York, 
the principal stockholder of the road, told 
them (the people of St. Cloud) that the 
company would never build the bridge un­
less compelled to do so by the highest au­
thority in the land. This looked like fight, 
and after considering the matter concluded 
to drop it, and accept the loan of $12,500 
from Mr. Litchfield, bearing seven per cent, 
interest, for the purpose of building a 
wagon bridge across the river. Quite a 
come down certainly. 

If the Tribune had taken a reason­
able amount of pains and posted itself 
in tho matter, it would never have 
made such a statement. Tho loan from 
Mr. Litchfield to the St. Cloud Bridge 
Company (not to tho people) is merely 
a business transaction between the two, 
and has nothing whatever to do with 
the suit, which has not been dropped. 
What the eity will do in the future re­
mains to be seen, but all proceedings 
heretofore commenced remain in full 
force. 

Mr. Litchfield, in his remarks, stated 
that the Railroad Company suffered 
equally with the town from the lack of 
a wagon bridge, and the two interests 
were harmoniaed for the purpose of 
supplying this eommon want. 

"Quite a come down, certainly"—for 
the Tribune. 

\ A large assembly of the voters of 
Wabasha County met at Cook's Valley 
last week, when the following preamble 
and resolutions were adopted; 

WHIBAS: We believe that sovereign 
powru rest in the people, and that they 
possess the tight of ialualory measures ef 
reform In lacbnaUoa, aS well as that of pe 
tltloa for redress of grievance and we do 
therefore believe that grievances do exist in 
the form of unwholesome legislation, cul­
minating in exorbitant taxation, therefore: 

Resolved, That we are opposed to divert­
ing from the object of Its donation, the 
••five hundred thousand aerea of public 
lands." donated by the United States to the 
State of Minnesota, to aid la work of In­
ternal improvement. 

Resolved, That we are opposed to any aet 
authorising the payment of the Minnesota 
State Railroad bonis, at the present lime. 

This does not read very muoh as 
though the people of Wabasha County 
intended burdening themselves with 
the 14,000,000 of old Raih-oad Bonds, 
for which they are in no manner in­
debted. 

—A rousing meeting of the Repub­
licans of the same county was after­
wards held at Phinviow. It was pre­
sided over by Senator Armstrong, and 
speeches in opposition to the bonds 
were made by Messn. Johnson, 
Doughtyt Wilcox and others. The 
sentiment against Gov. Marshall's 
proposition seemed to be unanimous. 
A series of resolutions was adopted! 
from whieh we give the two following: 

Resolved, That we have no sympathy with 
and will not support any man for office 
who has or will hereafter take any part ia 
trying to resureet, or who is in favor of 
fostering this outrage npon the people. 

Resolved, That we cordially endorse the 
position assumed by Hon. Ignatius Don­
nelly in his recent letter to the St. Paul 
Press, upon the subject of the Minnesota 
State Railroad Beads. 

KLKGANT E X T R A C T S . 

For choice English, elegant and high 
toned sentiments, courteous and gen­
tlemanly language, commend us to the 
St. Paul Press. Its editor is of tho 
most finished school. We should judge 
that the ideas of his more tender years 
bad been molded among the rag pickers 
of a back alley, that he had graduated 
under the tutelage of a fish woman, and 
tbxt his imagery had been drawn from 
associations in a cow stable. There is 
no mistaking the ear marks. The fetid 
scum on a stagnant pool no more sure­
ly indicates the filth collected beneath, 
than do the following extracts from an 
article io yesterday's Press evidenee the 
moral putrescence of the writer whose 
mind yields such an effluvia:

The Legisla­
ture, however, not wishing'; to fasten 
the stain of repudiation upon the State, 
and desiring to leave the bill io sueh 
shape that no part of the bonds would 
be eventually repudiated, took another 
view of the question, and after due de­
liberation and discussion, passed the 
bill whieh is now before the people, 
for their decision, and this bill, after 
mature thought, and careful considera­
tion by tho Governor, received bis offi­
cial approval, and as we • stated before, 
now has his cordial and individual sup­
port. 7 

The only oountie* that have thus far 
elected delegates to the State Conven­
tion, are Winona and Fillmore. Each 
County is entitled to a representation 
of nine votes in the. Convention.; Wi­
nona baa instructed her delegation to 
vote for the re-nomination of Marshall, 
and in Fillmore County there seems to 
hate been a compromise between the 
Bond and the snti-bond factions, as we 
learn from a private letter from one ot 
the delegates oleet, that they stand four 
for Marshall, and five for Gilfillan.

EDITOU IOUBUAK. —For some months past 

we have noticed that »Patafndor," your 
former pleasant correspondent from Doug­
las eouaty, has been silent, and we have of­
ten wondered at his reticence while so many 
events were transpiring which could net 
have failed to furnish his versatile pea with 
an abundance of material for letter writing, 
and thus have given your many readers 
an account at what was transpiring In this 
new but prosperous and beautiful section 
of our State. 

However, tt has not been dene, and pre­
suming that ••Pathfinder" ia a* present too 
busy in repairiag eld ways, if not la dis­
covering new ones, to attend to newspaper 
correspondence, I will venture, not to fill his 
place—for that were presumptuous—but to 
give you a few crude "notes," hastily gath­
ered ; and also correct, aa far as mav be, a 
false Impression whieh your readers possi­
bly Bright have received from the perusal 
of a communication signed "Holmes City," 
(by-ths-bj, allow me to remark that I have 
no idea that Holmes City proper had any­
thing to do with tho writing of said com­
munication) so kindly and disinterestedly 
furnished your readers of last week. 

It is, I suppose, but natural that parties 
owning lands inn particular section of the 
country should wish it understood that 
their loads are located on the mam thor­
oughfare—on the direct route—or at least 
where that thoroughfare will eventually be, 
and it is to this frailty of human nature 
doubtless that we are indebted for the state­
ments of your correspondent above alluded 
to. 

It is true that the "stage route" was im­
passable for a time from Sauk Centre to 
Chippewa, after the recent flood, owing to 
the fact that bridges had been carried 
away; but the further statement that the 
road through this section was likely to re­
main impassable for any considerable length 
of time or thai the eitisens of this place 
were making no effort to repair it, was one 
warranted by no show of truth. 

The facta are simply these: that within 
three miles of this place, on the stage road, 
no less than three bridges, each over one 
hundred feet iu length, were carried away 
during the late deluge, and at the date of 
this writing, to wit, the 18th lust., they 
have all been replaced by the citizens of 
Alexandria and vicinity by substantial 
structures, over which I>. Stevenson's and 
Harmon Elliott's train of over one hun­
dred heavily laden wagons has just passed. 
The stages, too, are running on the old 
route as usual. So much as to the impas­
sable condition of the stage route and the 
inefficiency of Alexandrians. 

Our fellow townsmen who were so flat­
teringly mentioned by "Holmes City" 
doubtless appreciate the honor, and are 
really deserving of praise, but not more so 
than the majority of our citizens, who wil­
lingly left their own pressing employments 
and devoted considerable personal labor, 
as well as promptly votel at a town meet­
ing whioh was held on the 3d Inst, to raise 
$600 by taxation to furnish plank and 
other material needed in bridge building 
and road repairing. Nor should we forget 
the public spirited* generosity of Messrs. 
Hicks ft Cowing, in promptly offering to 

furnish whatever lumber was needed by 
the town at each prices, and wait the slow 
process of (ax collecting for their pay for 
the same. 
• But my letter grows apace, and remem­

bering the injunction so frequently rung in 
the .ears of correspondents to be brief, I 
will conclude for the present by saying 
that if this escapes the waste basket I will, 
until you can do better, occasionally try 
again, when I hope the road question may 
have been dismissed.

SAUK RAPIDS, Aug. 12th. 1867. 
EDITOK JOVUIAL —Ibe weather is glo­

rious. The late shower came just ia time 
and is propitious. Farmers say now the 
corn and potatoe crop will be as abundant 
as the wheat and oats. Of the latter Bea­
ton county never knew a better crop stan­
ding on the ground. On St. Georges Prai­
rie, Col. Holt, Capt. Smith and Mr. Hicks, 
have the finest fields of 'wheat I have seen 
in the State for these last ten years. The 
same cheering news comes from all parts 
of the county. On the whole, despite the 
flood, it is a prosperous and proud year for 
Minnesota. * 

Haying has commensed in earnest back 
on ̂  the meadows. The grass is heavy, 
abundant, aad of excellent quality. Large 
quantities of hay will be cut this year on 
this side, for it is understood a good deal 
more will be needed on the other side than 
can be obtained there. Benton county 
stands ahead of all adjoining counties on 
the "hay" question. • 

As to town improvements, since my last 
the ferry has commenced running aad is 
doing a good business.

the Railroad depot, for Sauk Rapids, is 
in progress of construction. The frame 
was raised on yesterday. It is ono hun­
dred and sixty feet long and forty feet wide, 
situated between the river and Mala street 
and when completed will add much to the 
good looks of the town. The engine house 
is to be located just below the granite cul­
vert near the creek; and the work upon it 
will be commenced next Monday. 

It la now understood by the wise ones, of 
which "Ion" is net one, thnt the machine 
shops for the First Division of the St. Paul 
ft P. R. R. are to be built at Sauk Rapids, 
and not at St. Paul where they were totally 
destroyed by fire. I understand this 
change is to be made eh account of the 
facilities afforded by the water power here. 

The President and Secretary of the road, 
with Mr. Litchfield, the owner, have been 
up looking at the town aad the works at 
this end of the road. They all expressed 
themselves much pleased. Mr. Litchfield 
says a bridge must be built aeon, and it is 
understood that our county will take steps 
immediately in that direction. 

Five rafts of nridge timber have come 
down, Grady hat been paid, and the timber 
ties ready moored for use. He will bring 
down (be balance la a few weeks, when the 
work on the dam will be commenced.
