Every citisen of Stearns oounty,
Demoorat as well as Ropublioan, is in-
terestad in secing a change in the office
of County Attorney. The 1neflicienoy
of-Mr, Briok, the present inoumbent
and a oandidate for re-cleotion, is no-
toricus and has cost the county hun.
dreds of dollars, This was demon-
strated last week, in the statements
there made. A ocorrespondent in this
week’s Times attempts to meet these
charges, but the weakoeces of his de-
fense shows the weakness of his candi-
date. And this correspondent is mis-
taken—we bave not abused Mr. Briok
pereonally; nmor. abused him at - all
Personally he is a .gentleman; but
officially he is moet decidedly a fail-
This eorrespondent says the Fowler
suit was ons of Oapt, Collins’ canes.
It was begun while Capt. Collina was
County Attorney, but was turned over
by bim, at the close of his term of
office, to Mr. Briek, his saocessor, in
perfect shape, and Mr. Brick had
abundance of time in which to pat 1
an answer, but through incompetency
or ignorance failed to do so, and the
expense to the county was as stated,

It was not oharged that Mr. Brick
“did not attend” the meetings of the
Grand Jury in 1872, but that the
Jury unanimously requested that other
counsel bo amsigned them, which was
done. It was very evident from this
that the jury did nut feel it safe to
guide their action by the sdvice of Mr.
Brick, who was their proper and already
pald counsel.

It is true that “Mr. Briok mever ask-
ed for assistance in the Steinburg osse,”
but it is also true that other coumnesel
was employed, not to assist Mr, Brick,
but to take charge of the case, and Mr.
Briok really bad no active part whatev-
er in the examination. Judge Hamlin
will return in -December to oontinwe
the prosscution, and the county will
have additicnal beary -bills to pay by
reawa of Mr. Brick’s incompetency.

In the school ease,a writ of man-
demus was applied for by Capt. Cole
lins, a8 attorney for one of the parties;
the cass was srgued before Judge Mo-
Kelvy by Mr. Brick, and ths mandamws
was graated, at a oost to the county, ss
stated lest week, of $20, properly
cbargeable to Mr, Briek’s lack of lega)
knowledge.

Mr. Brick does not deny that in the
road case, O. Taylor is omployod by
the county.

These charges are all matters of
publis record, and can be substantiat
ed, Mr. Brick cannot avoid their force,
or the faot that.-they prove his utter
incompetency for the office of County
Attorney.

Will the people of Stearns county
continue, for another two years, to pay
Mr. Brick a salary of $800 per year,
and then be compelled to employ oth-
er attorneys wheoever matters of more
than passiog importance require atten
tion? If so they are more anxious to
pay taxes to meet unnecessary expenses
than we suppose them to be.
