"There is no evidence that the death of 
Mrs. Yarno or the siokness of her children 
was occasioned by eating pork, and the 
opinion of the attending physician is that 
it was not eating pork that caused her 
death. She was delirious when the doctor 
was called, and it taxed the strength of a 
strong man to hold and prevent her from 
destroying herself in her wild ravings, and 
she died in 24 hourB afterward. It is true 
the family had eaten a great deal of pork 
during the winter, and they were all siok 
with the exoeption of the father, but the 
disease with which the children—eight of 
them—were attacked was entirely different 
from that which canaed the death of the 
mother. The children are all convalescent. 
An examination of the deceased discover­
ed no symptoms of trichina. 

The hogs from whioh the pork eaten by 
the family was made were a scabby lot of 
porkers last spring, but in the fall when 
they were killed they appeared perfectly 
healthy, and all were appropriated for 
family use, with the exception of one 
black-haired hog, the flesh of whioh was 
filled with black hairs extending from the 
rind down through the fat, giving it a 
queer, streaked appearance.

MUTING OF THE. PSEBBYTERT 

THE ST. PAUL DISTRICT. 

The Prebytery of the St. Paul District 
convened at the Presbyterian Church, in 
this oity, ou Tuesday evening of this week. 
After the usual devotional exercises the 
opening sermon was preaood by the Rev. 
H. P. Welton, of Hastings, the Moderator 
of the Presbytery. The sermon was based 
on I. Sam. 17 . -48 . After a few intro­
ductory remarks, covering the history of 
the defiance of Isarel by Goliath, and tho 
viotory of David, the shepherd boy, who 
went forth in the strength of the Lord, 
the speaker used tbe whole indident as a 
parable. The main thought of the dis­
course being, "Wherein consists the power 
oi the Church T" Not in numbers. Not 
in wealth. If the Churoh trusts to either 
or both of these, she will fail. She must 
use the true means of power : 

First. Consecration.—David had given 
up all to God—entire oonseoration. The 
ohurches are too much mere social socie­
ties. There seems to be a desire for fine 
houses of worship, literary sermons and 
good musio. Such ohurohes he compared 
to companies of men who were uniform­
ed and equipped, presenting a warlike ap­
pearance, but in case of combat with the 
foe were found wanting. 

Second. Determination—David deter­
mined upon a particular plan by whioh to 
meet the'Philistine. Churches are to do 
likewise. Many churches seem to wait for 
some speoial advantage. God does not 
honor such work. 

Third. The presence of God—Saul would 
have discouraged David; but see his an­
swer. In the name of God he went forth 
and conquered. This is the essential ele­
ment ; the others are only conditions. 

Fourth. Doctrines of God's works 
just five small stones. These truths were 
given us: Mankind Sinners; Infinite Love; 
All Sufficiency of Atonement; Necessity of 
Change of Heart; Acceptance of Christ and 
Repentance. These are the elements ' ol 
power we have within our reach, and the 
churoh should select those which are near­
est the heart of the sinner to bring them 
to the cross of Christ. 

After the sermon the Presbytery was 
constituted with prayer by the Moderator. 

On motion the Rer. Daniel Stewart, D. 
D., of East Minneapolis, was chosen Mod­
erator, and Rev. James A. McGowan, of 
Stillwater, was chosen as temporary Clerk.

The minutes of the last meeting were 
read and approved. 

The Committee OH Church Organization 
reported the organization of the Franklin 
avenue church, Minneapolis, and the said 
church was enrolled. Also the organiza­
tion of the Dayton avenue church, St. 
Paul, was reported and the same enrolled. 

The Rev. R. F. McLaren, of the Pres­
bytery of Marion — was reoeived by let­
ter, and his name enrolled, and a call from 
the churoh at Red Wing, for his pastoral 
servioes was read and placed in his hands. 

The Presbytery then proceeded to elect 
Commissioners to the General Assembly, to 
meet at St. Louis, Mo., in May next. The 
choice was Rev. Mattocks and Rev. Wel­
ton as principals, and Bev. Coobrane and 
Rev. McGowan as alternates, and Elders 
Taylor and MoNair as principals, and El­

ders D. W. Ingersol and Mr. Daniels as al­
ternates. 

A letter was received from Rev. E. D. 
Neil, asking a letter from the Presbytery 
showing his standing in this body, to en­
able him to unite with the Reformed Epis­
copal church. The request was granted 
and the Clerk was direoted to furnish him 
with the proper testimonials. 

Red Wing was ohoaen as the place of the 
next meeting. 

The Committee on(Home Missions made 
a lengthy report on the work in bounds of 
the Presbytery, showing advancement. It 
was thought by many that the adjacent 
fields might be consolidated, but the Com­
mittee reported that this had been done as 
far as possible. Instead or organizing 
ohurohes unless there is evidence of a pro­
gressive and permanent result, care 
should be exeroised, and money will thus 
be saved to the Board. 

The overtures in the shape of a majority 
and minority report on the consolidation of 
the Churoh Boards was then taken up. 

A resolution was offered modifying the 
mniority report as'sent down, so that min­
isterial relief might be kept separate from 
that of education. 

Application was made by the churoh at 
Litchfield to the Board of Home Missions 
for aid, in the amount of $500, for the 
ooming season. 

4 p. M.—The order of the hour being 
reached, the Lord's Supper was celebrated, 
the Churoh uniting with the Presbytery. 
The services were conducted by Rev. J. 
Mattocks and Dr. Stewart, and were im­
pressive and very profitable. 

Application was made through the Pres­
bytery to the Board of Churoh Ereotion 
for $600 to aid in finishing the house of 
worship for the new organisation of the 
Franklin avenue churoh, Minneapolis. 
Aid was granted. 

The Committee on Session Reoords re­
ported, and were sustained in the strictures 
made in some instances. 

7f P. M.—The exercises of the evening 
consisted of a Sunday Sohool oonoert, 
which was largely attended. Rev. I . N. 
Otis addressed the children in a pleasing 
manner, giving a sketch of his experience 
in mlssoin work. Rev J. G. Riheldaffer 
made a few remarks to parents, in regard 
to their duties to their children and tho 
Church.

FROM BENTON COUNTY. 

SATJK RAPIDS, MINB., April 18th 1874. 
EDITOB JOURNAL.—I find the fireside 

still comfortable, and all out-door occupa­
tions, in the present state of the' weather, 
uninteresting and disagreeable. 

We have already reached the middle of 
that romantic quarter of tho year called 
spring, ef whioh the poet Thompson gives 
suoh a delightful description in his hymns 
of the seasonal. But the springs of merry 
old England and those of Minnesota are 
only third oousins. 

Day before yesterday an adventurous 
robin, possibly with its wings still warm 
with the sunshine of the south, came and 
pitched a faint note of tremulous musio on 
the naked bough of a tree at my door. I 
hailed it with an expression of delight. 
But, alas, in an hour after, the icy wind 
blew out of the north, and away ho flew 
and I have neither seen ner heard him 
since. The poor little voyager doubtless 
returned to more clement skies and report­
ed unfavorably of his undertaking. 

The spring in Minnesota, to say tho best 
of it, is a brusk, ill-tempered jaae and has, 
as she deserves, but few admirers of her 
now. But I always hail her with hearty good 
wilt; not that she is capable of inspiring 
me with any tender or romantic sentiments 
towards herself; but beoause I prefer her 
half savage and altogether heartless smiles 
to the implacable visage of winter; and 
beoause, tho' cruel, she is the welcome 
forerunner of the vetdant glories of Sum­
mer. 

There is no news in Sauk Rapids that 
can be of muoh interest to your readers; 
unless it be one item of interest to state 
that the Northern Minnesota Produce Com­
pany have resumed business at their stand, 
wbieh has, for some days past, been clos­
ed. 

Work on the new flooring mill, has 
been discontinued, I believe, for the pres­
ent ; but soon, I believe, to be resumed. 
This mill will be a model establishment of 
the times, and most perfeot in every partic­
ular, when completed, and it is nearly 
completed. 

Mr. Weed, the manager,.has been and 
still is very siok; indeed his recovery is 
dispaired of by some. As this gentle­
man was the soul and breath of tho com* 
pany, the absence of his aotivity, foresight 
and enterprise, is greatly felt by his co­
partners and the community generally. 

The father of Mr. Weed has recently ar­
rived from the oity of Washington, his place 
of residence, and is now stopping at the 
Russell House, where his son and family 
have rooms. 

As another item, perhaps worthy of 
note, I may mention that Mr. Joseph 
Moody formerly of St. Anthony, but now 
from Elgin, 111., has beoome a citisen of 
Sauk Rapids and has here established his 
family. He contemplates purchasing the 
handsome residence of Mr. Copp, who has 
removed with his family to Rochester, this 
State, where he has purchased real estate 
and proposes to make that oity his future 
place of abode. I. F. Boulton is on a visit 
East, Portland, Boston and other cities on 
sea-board. 

The temperance question is obtaining 
considerable interest in the town, and tho 
assemblies where the question is discussed 
are well attended. Business is disagree­
ably quiet, and the dead calm resembles 
that ominous stillness that sometimes pro­
ceeds some great event, not to say catas­
trophe. To some, an earthquake or an 
end of the world would be a relief. Many 
are looking for signs, and prophets are 
numerous. The tension of the public 
nerve is at a high pitch.
