SKIES BRIGHT FOR FARMERS!

The Anticipated Roturn of General Pros-
perity.

From Moords Rural New Yorker.

Yes, taking the whole country into
the account—Enst and West, North
and South—the producers of staple
crops, and farm products generally,
have reason to rejoice and take cour-
age, for their skies are bright and
brightening.  Notwithstanding the
very backward and otherwise unpro-
pitious Spring, the promised seed
time was vouchsafed, and now comes
an abundant grain harvest, with the
prospect of a prolific yield of most
other crops. In many sections where
the wheat crop has been a compara-
tive failure for years, it is this season
superior in quality and _quantity.—
The crop of Western New York is a
notable instance in point, as it com-
pares favorably with the average of
old times, when a yield of forty bush-
els per acre was not uncommon. From
other wheat-growing regions reports
are unusually favorable. The Cali-
fornia crop will be enormous, some
accounts putting the surplus for ex-
portation as. high as twelve million
bushels! The California Senator,
who, some twenty years ago stated
that its agricultural lands were next
to worthless, was mistaken, for to-day
the real gold mines of the State are its
wheatfields.

But the prospect is almost equally
good for other staple crops, so that in-
gtead of famine, as some feared in the
Spring, the indications are that plenty
will sbound. Another encouraging,
sky-hrightening feature for farmers,
is that, although the yield of most
leading staples will prove considera-
ably above the average—taking the
production of the whole country into
the sccount—there is a fair prospect
of good, remunerative prices. For, as
we stated two weeks ago (allyding to
an articje then published under the
heading of “Great Britain’s Imports
of Wheat”), “the figures show that
not only the United States but most
foreign countries which export to Great
Britain must be short of stock, and
hence the prospect is that prices will
remain comparatively firm.” But
even if prices rule lower, the large-
ness of the crop will make amends for
any reduction of price, so that the
growers of cereals and other staples

- (as well as most dairymen, stock rais-
ers, grazers, etc.,) are likely to be am-
ply remunerated for the season’s labor.

The present outlook is certainly en-
couraging for American farmers, and
we congratulate them upon existing
facts and favorable prospects and prob-
abilities. Though a financial simoom
has just swept over the land, ruining
thousands engaged in commercial pur-
guits, and seriously affecting others,
our soil cultivators are in a prosper-
ous condition, and if all classes shall
exercise proper industry and economy
the people and country will ere long
be prepared for the triumphant return
of the candidate we recently nomina-
ted for the Presidency—GENERAL
PROSPERITY.

FPROTECTION AGAINST GRASSHOP-
PERS,

‘We notice an important suggestion
in the Mankato Union relative to
grasshoppers, which it will be well to
heed. It is this: “That not a prairie
fire should be set this fall. Not an
acre of prairie should be burned un-
til spring, after the young locusts have
hatched, when they will seek the grass
for food. Then burn the prairie over.
It will destroy the great bulk of the
pests. This course has been adopted
in Nebraska and Kansas, and where
carefully followed up has proved a
great success. Let the farmers of this
county bear this in mind, and try the
experiment. There ought to be a
town meeting in every town to devige
measures to prevent the lighting
of prairie fires. The grasshoppers are
now laying eggs. Every observer
knows it. Hence their ravages an-
other year must be anticipated and
guarded against.”

We keep a half-barrel
constantly full of water, with a little
corn-mea! soaking in it. The horses
ere allowed to drink all they wish.
‘We let them drink the first thing in
the morning, and again when taken
to work. When brought home at
noon, they ere also allowed to drink
before being put in the stalls, and
again when taken out, and so at night.
By standing a few hours, the chill is
¢aken off the water, and allowing
them to drink when brought in from
work, does not seem to hurt them. If
the meal gets sour, remove it and feed
to the pigs.

White Sponge Cake.—1% tumblers
sugar; whites of 8 eggs beaten to a
froth ; 1 tumbler of flour; 1 teaspoon
cream tartar mixed through the flour;
ealt ; bake § of an hour; scason after
baked,

To remove grease spots, fly specks,
&e., from oil cloth, and window
shades, rub the soiled spot with a
clean, woolen rag wet in the water of
ammonia, it will remove them with-
out injury to the color or texture.

Lemon Cake—1 cup of butter; 3
of white sugar, stirred to a cream;
add the yolks of five eggs; 1 tea-
spoon soda; 1 cup sweet milk; the
grated rind and juice of one lemon;
4 cups of flour and the whites -of the
eggs beaten to a froth.

Raspberry Pudding.—Line the bot-
tom of a very deep pudding dish with
slices of bread moistened with sweet,
creamy milk, cover with a thick layer
of nice berries sprinkled with sugar.
So fill to the top with alternate layers
of bread and fruit. Cover withan in-
verted plate and bake until the fruit is
cooked.

Pouring Tea.—There is something to
be learned even in the simple matter
of pouring tea and coffee. We have
often seen the hostess bestow the firat
cup of tes upon the greatest stranger
at the table; forgetting that the first
is always the poorest cup of all
Ladies sometimes, too, reverse the
suitable order of things, and place the
milk and sugar in the cup, afterwards
adding the tea. In pouring coffee,
this is the correct way of procedure;
in pouring tea, add sugar snd milk
after the cup is nearly filled.

Russian Cream—OQnequart of milk,
three eggs, one cup of sugar, half
package Cox’s gelatin, vanilla or lem-
on flavoring. Dissolve gelatin in half
pint of tepid water, bring it toa warm
temperature but not scalding. Beat
the yelks of the eggs and sugar to-
gether. Bring the milk to a boil,
then add the dissolved gelatin, two
eggs and sugar and let it just come to
a boiling point, but no more, as it is
too stiff. Beat the white sand remove
the mixture from the stove, and add
whites to it, also flavoring, and pour
into molds.
