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THE CONGRESSIONAL NOMINATION,

The nomination of Col. W. S
King by the Republican Convention
of this Congressional District which
met at Minneapolis last Thursday, ap-
pears to be received with very gener-
al satisfaction by the party, and is
considered thestrongest that could have
been made. Col. King’s interests are
so strongly identified with the interests
of the District he will be called upon
to represent as to constitute an assur-
ance that nothing will be left un-
done which may contribute to the
material prosperity of the people. In
the matter of the improvement of the
navigatior of the Upper Mississippi—a
matter of very considerableimportance
tothis part of the State—he will prove
apowerful advocate. His well known
energy, perseve.aace and determina-
tion are in themselves almost a guar-
anty that he will succeed in carrying
through te success anything he may
undertake. That he will make one
of the most influential and efficient
Members of Congress that Minnesota
has ever had there can be no doubt.
And that he will be elected, is admit-
ted on all sides. The election is al-
ready as good as over with.

REBELLION IN LOUISIANA.

An srmed rebellion agaimst the
State governmeat of Louisiana and
through it against the Federal Gov-
erament, broke out in New Orleans
last Monday. A meeting of citizens
was held at which resolutions were
adopted demanding of Governor Kel-
logg that he should immediately ab-
dicate, and 8 committee appointed to
call on the Governor, present the reso-
lutions and obtain his answer.
Through General Dibble, a member
of his staff, Governor Kellogg de-
clined to do any such thing, and re-
fused to receive the communication,
containing as it did a menace—the
public meeting being backed by arm-
ed bodies of White Leaguers within
the city limits. The Governor’s re-
ply was reported to the meeting, and
the people adviged to retire and arm
themselves to support the White
League. Aninflammatory proclama-
tion was issyed by Lieutenant Gov-
ernor Penn, of the opposition govern-
ment, calling om the State militia to
arm and assemble “for the purpose of
driving the usurpers from power.”
In the afternoon a body of Metropoli-
tan police under the command of Gen.
Lomgstreet, with cavalry and artil-
lery, appeared at the head of Canal
street. Soon after a sharp fight took
place between the police and the
rioters, regulting in a loss of twenty
or thirty of the former and six or
eight of the latter, with a number
wounded on both sides.

On Tuyesday morning the State
House surrendered to Penn's militia,
which were 10,000 stromg, without
firing a gun. The Metropolitan po-
lice, Kellogg’s militia, with arms,
arsenals, etc., alsosurrendered. Gorv.
Kellogg, Gen. Longstreet and others
took refuge in the Custom House.
Gov. Kellogg applied to President
Grant for assistance in maintaining
his authority, and Penn asked to be
recognizad. The President’s action
has been prompt and in accordance
with the principles oflaw, order and
good government. He has issued his
proclamation commanding the in-
surgents to disperse and return to
their homes within five days from the
15th instant. He has given orders
to the military to see to the execution
of this requirement, and additional
troops will be sent to New Orleans.
As the President had recognized the
Kellogg gevernment as the legally
elected government of Louisiana this
action on the part of the rebel element
of New Orleans is an attack on the
Government of the United States.
R would seem 85 though the South
had got yet had enough of war and
Moodshed and syffering, and by thus
defying the Federal aythority was de-
termined to bring upon itself the
horrors of gnother civil war. The
leaders in this rebellion should be
made to feel that there is a power in
this land higher than that of a New
Orleans rabble, even when backed by
armed bands of White Leaguers.
There should be no mistaken leniency
in dealing with the men who have in-
stigated these lawless proceedings.

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THE LAST VIAL OF VILENESS,

The verhal filth poured upon the
public by Moulton, in the shape of
a third siatement, proved too wmuch
for some ot even his most devoted ad-
herents. The Chicago Trbune, which
had gageed atnothing before, suppres-
ses a lnrgc part of the statement as
too obscene to appear in its pages.—
Not a solitary faet eriminating Mr,
Beecher is produced; and the only
thing demoustrated to a certainty is
that Moulton has reyeled in the self:
appointed work ot making himselt a
reservoir of all the nastiness that
could be seraped together, from far
and wide, through four years of ar-
duous eftort.  The mental and moral
make-up of the man, as revealed by
this voluntary exposure, show him
to be a creature

“In whom all evil fancies eling
Like scepents' oges together,”

His siatement, as first prepared, was
so violent and so lacking in those
hypocritical profissions of friendship
for Mr. Beecher which had marked
his preceding statement, that the
publishers of the Graphie, to whom it
was taken, refused to publish it, and
it was then submitted by Moulton to
Ben. Butler, who devoted several
days to toning it down.

One of his charges, involving Mr.
Beecher criminally with a lady, not
Mrs. Tilton, and accompanied by a
note, called a retraction, given with-
without signature, but represented by
Moulton to be from this lady, ismet with
this point-blank denial by the editor
of the New York Tribune:

Now we know the particulars of this
case. We know the incidents of the trivi-
al quarrel to which the letter does relate.—
We know Mr. Moulton’s charge to be an
atrocious calumny without a shadow of jus-
tification, and at the proper day the truth
will be established by indisputable evidence.

Moulton has neither helped himself
or Tilton nor hurt Mr, Beecher by
this last, most lengthy and most inde-
cent outpouring of words. The case
is'now in the courts, with the trial
fixed for an early day, and the public
may well ask to be spared any further
inflictions in the way of statements,—
Moulton and Tilton might with ad-
vantage have followed the example
of Mr. Beecher—made one statement,
said what they had to say, and then
kept quiet until called upon to give
their testimony before a legal tribu-
nal.

Tue State Fair this year was fi-
nancially a failure. The display was
good enough—indeed, the best there
has been yet—but the attendance was
slim. This unfortunate resultis at-
tributed partly to the disagreeable
weather and partly to the absence of
horse-racing.

The loss
and misery and crime that may and
undoubtedly will follow as the re-
sults of this strike it is impossible to
estimate,

THE cora crop in Wisconsin, Towa,
and Minnesota will be very much
larger than in 1873, and the Milwau-
kee Wisconsin thinksit noexaggeration
to say that the farers will realize as
much money from the increased price
of their corn, as they have lost on the
decreased price of their wheat.

Crop reports from the different
counties in [ilinois, published in the
Chicago T'ribune, give the average
yield of epring wheat at from 2 to 25
bushels per acre. The general aver-
age is from 10 to 12 bushels. Winter
wheat gverages about 15 bushcls per
acre.

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BUSLINESS PROSPECTS.

The commercial outlook the world
over is brightening. The criss of last
year, which was felt all over the civil-
ized world, is now giving place to
signs of rapid and universal recupera-
tion. * * * The price of cereals
und of vegetable products influences
overy department of commerce.
When the price is low, the baker's
and butcher's bills are small ; and the
workman or mechanic has means to
spend on other things which in less
tavored years he has not. He can
afford to patronize the shoemaker,
tailor, cabinet-maker, ete. The tail-
or, shoemaker, and cabinet-maker
make demands on the activity of the
cloth-manufacturer, the tanner, the
lumber merchant, ete.  Now it so
happens that all bread-producing
lands promise exceedingly good har-
vests this year. The United States,
France, Hungary, Russia, all tell the
same story. In this country alone
there are this year 2,000,000 more
acres under cultivation than there
were last year. The markets feel al-
ready the effects of this increased re-
turn, It is not to be expected that
the grain-producing countries will
feel the first or fullest effects of this
activity, since they must be content
with lower prices for their principal
products, but the revival of trade will
be beneficinl even to these.—Chicago
Tribune.

Inthis hope Iam sad-
ly disappointed, for candor compels
me to say that to-day riots, murders
and assassinations of the true friends
of the government are more common

than they have been at any hour since |

to the loyal men of the South, ruin to
the material interests of the country,
and death to those of us - who uphold
the honor and integrity of the nation,
and counsel submission to the laws of
the United States.”

—The Fort Garry and Manitobs
freight and passenger traffic which
has hitherto connected at Moorhead
with Red River steamers, will here-
after connect at Glyndon with 8t.

The
first boat arrived at Crookston Sun-
day night. Trains are running reg-
ularly.
